make concessions, for several reasons: first,

. | prospects of the demand are such that it is

confidently expected that present stocks will
be eatily exhausted in supplying the Fall trade.
A number of travellers have started out this
week with Fall samples, and others will leave
in a few days, but, of course, it is too soon yet
to learn results. JBar Iron and Steel bave
been in active request recently by some of the
large Canadian manufacturers of agricultural
implements, but prices for these are firmly
maintnined ; & fow large sales have been re-
ported, and several other applications for
quotations for round lots have been received
by leading dealers. A reductionoflc. to 2e,
is made this week in Copper, owing almost
entirely to increased supplies of the
Canadian production. Pig Iron. - The
market continues very firm, under a
stendy, legitimate demand. Business has
been more active during the past week, and
sales include several round lots at about $20
per ton, A cable received from Glasgow
reports the pig iron market steady and
firm. There has been considerable enquiry
hereduring the week for shipment to the
United States, and although negotintions are
pending, we understand, for the sale of large
lots,no transactions of this kind have yet
been closed. Remittances are reported much
more satisfactory than in previcus seasons.

LeaTtasr.—The month has opened with a
decidedly firmer feeling for sole leather, and
an advance of 1c to 14c on previous prices
has been asked for even round lots, and we
believe obtained. This has caused a slight
ripple of excitement in the market. Many of
the shoe manufacturers and leather dealers,
anticipating the advance, have bought
freely of sole leather and round lots
of from 1,000 to 2,000 sides changed
bands at 25¢ to 26c for No. 1,and 22ic to
23¢ for No. 2 B. A. No. 2 is held firm
at 24c¢; several houses have been buying
largely of this grade recently, until the bulk
of the supply in the market has been picked
up, hence the abvance ; and some denlers are
of opinion that No. 1 and other grades
will soon follow suit. Of black leathers, the
market is fairly well supplied, and there is no
change to note in prices. Within the past
fortnight, light Russets have advanced about
5¢, and are now quoted at i0c to 5S¢, with
scarcely any to be had at even these prires.
Woo! pullers are much better paid by selling
them in pickle to the American markets, and
thus the majority are sent out of the country.
The demand for other descript:ons is small,
and prices remain unchanged. At Boston
the exports continue large, and some heavy
transactions are reported there, one firm
having bought during the week a laige lot ot
Buffalo sole, amounting to the large sum of
$500,000. BSuch sales as thess naturally
crestea very firm feeling in all the marketsin
America. A leading Montreal shipper placed
10,000 sides, principally ot Buffalo sole, in the
Englisn market last week at a much better
figure than be could have realized here, and
could have placed another large lot at the
same price, but this he refused to do. Re-
mittances are gererally good for the season,

Produce was in good supply, but buyers
were scarcely 60 numerous as on this dey
last week, A Ilarge trade is being done in
apples, both in local and export account.
Choice home grown fruit, such as Montreal
Alexanders, Beauties and Peach apples,
command %3, $3.25 and $2.25 per bbl,
but the bulk of the ~rales are at
$1 to B1.50 per bbl. The exports last
week were 1,000 bbls, and fully  as
many will leave the present week. Recent
consignments did not reach the other side in
good shape, and private cables received to-
day quoted sales as low as 11s and 138. Mon.
treal melons are slightly firmer at S2 to $3
per dozen. The Dominion Canring Company
is doing an extensive business in tomatoes,
using about 200 bushels per diem. To-day 400
bushels were bought at 20c per bush. Grapes
of all varieties were plentiful, and remark-
ably cheap a8 our price list shows. Receipts
of Saguenay blueberries were only 300 boxes,
and sales were at G0c to 70c per box. The
offerings of print dairy butter, though large,
were all taken up at 25c to 30c. At 11:15
a.m. there was only one lot left, and the holder
was firm at 30c. Eggs brought 1fc to 18¢
per dozen, according to freshness. Deas and
oats were abundant, but other cereals were
scarce.

"fhe demand for shipping cattle continues
as good as ever, and fally as high prices are
being paid for best offerings, which we quote
5}c to 53c per 1b live weight, a desler from
the West to-day admitting that he received
54c per Ib ior a fine lot he sold for shipment.
Fair to good shippiog beeves ranged from 4}c
to 6¢ per 1b. Butchers’ stock was sbout as
last quoted, 4c being the cutside figure for
pretty good beasts. Alderman McBhane re-
ported 500 head of catile bought since the
Iatter part of the week at 4c to 5}c per 1b.
Mr. N. Kennedy bought during the same
period about 100 head at from dc to 6}c per
1b. QOcean freights from this part to Liver-
pool, Glasgow., Bristol and London, are quoted
at from £3 to £3 108 for each head of cattle.
Latest cable advices from Eungland were very
satisfactory especially for choice beeves. Hogs
were in good supply at 35.50 to $6.00
per 100 lbs. Sheep sold $5 to $6 each.
Lambs $2.25 to $3.75 each as to size and
quality. The receipts of live stock at Point
St, Charles during the past week wero 125 car-
loads of cattle, 1,161 head of hogs, 8 cars of
sheep and 14 horses.

FARM AND GARDEN

POTATOES INJURED BY THE SUN.—Potstoes
should not be exposed to the sun. The heat

scalds the surface and injures the quality for
keeplng. They may be exposed sufticlently to
become dry, waen they should be covered with
the vines apa shaded. If Piited when heated.by
esposure to the sun they will soon decay. The
best time {o put them in pits Is in the morning
when they are cool.

py
How T0 MAKE A FRUIT DRYER.—An effective
fruit dryer may be made of sheet-iron in the

shape of a box or oven filled with wire-gnuze
shelves. The floor o1 the oven ghould be made
double, and the upper one, two inches above the
lower one, may be plerced with small holes to
let the hot alr passup. A few holes should be
made around the s!des between the iloors to ad.
mit fresh air, and ventilators provided at the
top by wnich the vapor escapes.

FERTILIZER FOR WHEAT.—Itis a peor busl-
pess to sow wheat on poor land. It would be

better tosow ryc. On such Jand, and withoat
stable manure, it would not be safe to sow wheat
without at least 500 pounds of artificial com.
plote manure per acre, if a good crop {s expected;
300 pounds peracre would greatly Lhelp, and to
glve the soll tharoueh working by two plowings
and harrowlngs wonld be a further help, Com-
plete manure for wheat costs about 3250 per 100
poundsin New York. Superphosphate of limeg,
with wood ashes_and poultry manure, would
make a good fertilizer. .

PARASITES IN SHEEr.—Sheep are subject to
various parasitic worms in the lungs, which

cause & cough, discharge at the nose, and
diarrhen. These same eflects are caused also by
wormsin the Intestines. The remedy for either
is turpentine in lipseed-oll. The symptoms are
a dry, hollow cough, discharge of mucus from
the nose, and & continued diarrhea. Give one
ounce of llnseed-oil, with half as much torpen-
tine. in the morning before feeding, and do not
feed untjl two hours after. Keep the sheep
from food at night when they are under treat-
ment. Continue this for two weeks, with inter-
missions of three days after two dos<es. The
wool should be clipped from about the tail and
hind parts to avoid the attacks of flies, which
wlill otherwise lay eggs in the flith, and cause
the sheep to become fiy-blown.

COLORING BUTTER.—Some cows will not, or
rather cannot, glve rich yellow butter, and somse

can. It isan attribute of the cows and nwt of
the feed given to them. Coloring 1he butter is
not objectionab e in the slightest degree if the
coloriug is pure. Carrot julee is subject to de-
composition and 1s, therefore, not so good as the
preparations of aunotto. Annottols 4 vegetabie
proguct, and is not only harmless, but useful, as
it adds to the flavour as, well as the appearance
of the butier. If it were notthat the purchasers
and consumeres of the butter insist on havipg it
of a certain color, knowing that the color s ar-
tiftcial, and paying more fov it 80 colored, pro-
ducers wonld be under no obligation to color 1t,
Tt 18 foolish or stupid to persistin opposing an
innocent popular fashion or taste, more espe
clally when it hurts no one and plearesthe mul-
ytude. But in thiscase the eaters of butter are
rlgiht and thelr critics are wrong, for butter well
colored 18 positively better for it.

PACKING BUTTER.~Mr, Ellsworth, as report-
ed in the American Cultivator, says: '* There
are usually a few weeks during each season
when butter (8 so plenty in our small markets
that it 18 almost impossible to sell it at any jalr
price, when it may be packed in earthen jars,
and be kept In good condition for family use.
Take the butter in as gosd cond!tion asI have
described ; prése It into1he jar compactly, in a
layer three inches 1o thickness; cut a plece of
cloth of the size of the jar, wet it in strong
brine, spreading it over this first layer; repeat
the process with each succeeding layer until you
bave rerched the top or within three quarters of
an ioch. Now make a strong brine, to which
add three tablespoousfals of granulated sugar,
one teaapoonful of powdered saltretre; setin a
oool, dry cellar, keeP it covered wlih brine until
wanted, and it will cut out smeothly. But if
the butter is to be kept for a hetter market, I
would recommend putting it up in any sweet
package or jar, direct frora the churn in the
granulated form, covering it with strong brine,
and when wanted take it up and work it over
like new butter. -

KEEP TIIE STABLES LionT.—Dark stables are
an abomination, and should not be tolerated.
There i3 no necesaity to sacrifice comfort, e{ther
in winter or summaer, to secure enough light, A
horse'seyes are cnilarged—tihe pupil ofthe eye
is~by belng kept in a dark stable; he has & har-
ness put on bim, and suddenly brought ont into
the bright glaring sunlight, which eontracts
the pupll 8o suddenly as to cause extree pai,
By persevering fa this very foolish and 1njudi-
ctous as well as cruel practice the nerves of the
eye become impared, and if continued long
epough, loss of slght will ensue. To see how
very painful it i to face a bright light after hav-
iog'been in the dark,take a walk some night
for & short time, till the eye becomes accustom-
edito the darkness, then drop suddenly inte some
well-l1ighted room, and you willbe searcely able
to see for a few momente inthe sndden leht.
You know how palntul itis to yourself, then
why have your horse repeatedly to bear such
unnecessary paln? A dark stable is Invariably
a damp one, and such stablea wa are not yet
willlng to put elther a valuable working or
driving horase in. Give good ventilation, letthe
suushine and the air have a ghance to effect an
entrance, and your stables will be purer and
more healthy than if you take pains to exclude
them" and the good influence they invariably
bring with them,

THE STRAW oN THE FARM.~In mixed farm-
ing thers 1s nothing grown that should be
wasted. Ewverythlng should conduce to the fer-
tillty of the farm and the profit of the entire
system. .1 vo_not think if 1 had a erop of 108
tons of straw, I would think it advisable to sell
any of it off the farm at $6 per ton. I think the
farm offers & better p:ice. Hut when Iseean
old stack that has stood for three or four years,
and is gradually settling into theground. I can-
not help wondering why the farmer has not sold
itat any price. Althoueh atraw I8 not equal to
good hay for feeding purposes. yel 1ig value ig
not a little. Even when allowed to get dead
 ripe, If the crop is properly csred for afterwards,

ca.lt.le do very well on a straw dlet, provided it s
not exclusivo. I have made a practice of win-
tering young horses, and all horses not working,
on a considerable portion of straw dally, what
15 lett in the manger being used for bedding. I
have been satisfled of its value when thus ured,
Store cattle are slso fed on straw, alternating
with bay, and thoy always eat the straw up
clean. hen Thave taken the trouble te cut
np my grain a trifie green, but §o ripe as not to
{njure 1he quality of the borry, I have found the
value of the straw much enhanced. Straw
however, no matter how It may be cut an

cured, 18 not equal to good hay. - 1 have always
been amply repa'd for a generous use 0. Straw
tn & hox pen, nob oniy icr the comfort of the
plgs, buf us o matter of econamy. #8 straw 1s o
perfect absorbent.. Too;mueh ¢f the profit of
farming ls often lost through negligence of the
straw crop. Itis a valuabls element in mixed
‘husbandry, and I, for one, should not know how
to live through the winterif it were not for my
straw mtack, which I'can use in many ways to

heep 10y stock clean, comfortable and ‘healthy
