Tup Cuors.—We continne 1o receive the most gra-
1ifying reports from varions parts of the countiy rela-
‘tive to every deseription of erops, but more particnlar-
ly as to the potato crop.  The oats in some lacalities
are rather short in the stalk, but the ear is very fine.
Meadows are reluruing a better yield than was antici-
pated from the drought of spring.  We have not heird
the slightest rumor of the appearance uf the potato
blight althongh in June considerable apprehension
existed owing o snme injuries being done by electric
influence, the marks of whicl: lias since passed away.

BarrgraTioN Fiod THE SouTi.—Tt appears that the
varions emigration agents at the port of Cork conenr
in stating that the emigration duting the present sea-
son exhibits a considerablé diminution as compared
with previous years. The number uf passengers leav-
ing the gnay of Cork, from the 1st of May to the 15th
of July, 1854, amounted 107,235, against 7,166 in 1855.
The decline generally is atiributed to various causes,
.one.of which is the increase of wages in this conntry,
which must, of canrse, operale ta check the flow of
labourers to other localities.

FuNeralL oF THE LaTE Eant or Canenon.—0n Fri-
«day last, the mortal vemains of the iate James Dupre,
Earl of Caledon, were deposited in the family vanliat
Caledou, and never have we witnessed, on a similar
occasion, such an immense assemblage of people as
jollowed the deceased 1o his grave. The bady was
conveyed from his Lordshiv’s residence, in London,—
where he had died,—by Holyhead to Bublin, anid was
met there by Mr. Frizzell, the undertaker of Armagh,
‘who eonducied all the subsequent proceedings. At
Castleblayney, the ¢offin was taken from the railroad
station, and conveyed, in a hearse drawn by fonr
harses, to the chareh, where it remained for the night.
The next morninz, at S o’¢lock, the funeral proceeded
10 Caledon. At Crictkiernan Castle, where a portion
of deceased’s estales commence, in the county of Ar-
magh, it was met by a large body of tenantry on horse-
back with scarfs and hat-bands; and a great number
of the carriages ol the nobilily and gentry from the
neighborhood. On reaching the bridge at Caledon, at
12 o’clock, there was a short panse, to allow the car-
tiaces to stop ; and from that point the whole proces-
ston followed the hearse on foot.— Newny Telegrapi.

Burgh, crea-
ted Earlof Clanryckasd ; the third, Donough O’Brien,
created Baron of Ybrackan., All the patents are un-
der the Great Seal of England, and are to be found in
Rymer. By one patent, Murrough OHrien is cveated
Earl Tomon for life, with the remainder to Donat
O?’Brien for life, and Baran of [asykwyne to lum and
the heirs male of his body. By another, Ulick Boruck is
created Earl of Clanricarde and Baron Dunkellin in tail
male. By athird patent Donatins O'Brien, is cieated

Bavon of [brackan in tail male, and Earl Tomon for
life, the latter title to take place after the death of
Murrnugh. Murrough, the first Earl of Thomond, died
in 1451, when the earldom devolved, according to the
limitation of the patent on his nephew, Donough O°-
Brien, and passed in regular descent to Henry, eighth
Earl, at whose decease in 1551, without issue the
honors became dormant.  The Barony of Iuchignin
was inherited by the first Earl of Thomond’s son and
heir accorcding to the patent of creation, and passed
regularly to Morraugh 6th baron, who was advanced
to therearldom of  lachiquin in 1654. From him the
earldom descended to Morrough, the fifth earl of In-
chiquin, whoin 1800 was advanced to the Marquisate
of Thomond.  Sir Lucius Q’Brien, now Baron of In-
chiquin, is descended lineally from Donough 0°Brien,
of Dromolyn, second son of the first Earl of Thomond,
and next brother to the first Baron of Inchiquin, of the
creation of 1443.7%

- Te RovaLn Visit to Fravce.—A letter from Calais

says :—¢ The news of the approaching arrival at
Calais of the Queen. of England, accompanied by
Prince Albert and their children, is being every-day
maore confirmed, and preparations for their reception
are accordingly everywhers made.

The city of Calais, which
has already received within jts walls almost all the
crowned heads of Europe, will never have offered a
nobler und more sympathetic roception than that
which now awairs the angnst ally ol France.”

Russtan CoMPLIMENT To THE LaTe Lorp RacLax.
—The lollowing extract from a leiter dated St. Pe-
tersburg, published in Le Nord, show how Lord Rag-
fan was appreciated by the Russians :—¢ Lord Rag-
lan,” says the letter, ¢ has died. Daring the entire
perind of the command of this noble general, he sue-
ceeded inconciliating the esteern and respect; not only
of those with whom his nation was allied, but also
of the enemy to whom he was opposed. He was one
of the last o} that glorious English army which, nnder
the command of the Duke of Wellington, illustrated
the English name on so many batlle-fields, and of
which the few remaining veterans bore on their
breasts, till lately, the honorable tokens. Lord Raglan
was, on several cceasions, distingnished by the late
Emperor Nicholas, as also by the reianing Emperor,
He will be persanally rearetted in Russia by all who
had an opportunity of knowing and appreciating the
nobleness of his sentiments and the uprighiness of his
character. Asa snbject, he pertormed his duty by
obeying the command of his Sovereign, and as a sol-
dier, by valiantly defending the honor of his {lag ; but
even in the execution of his duty he preserved nnblem-
ished to his death his own personal dignity and that of
his conntry. He has fallen, like so many others, a
viclim to tiis diastrons war. Flonored be his memary,
and respected be hi= arave ! which will be as sacred
on the =oil o Russia as on that of England;and,
whilst pointing to it, no Russian will refuse to say—
Siste, vialor, heroem, calegs.?”’

Maiy?s Barracks s also four medals for distingnished
service in the Crimea. There was an annuoity medal
presented lo Sergeant-Major John Bergin, 57th Regi-
ment ; he also received the Crimean medal, with two
clasps, Balaklava and Inkermann. The commandant
observed that the pleasing duty had Tallen an him of
presenting these medals, by command of Her Majes-
1y, to those brave men who had fought so valiantly,
and shed their blood for their conntry’s eause.—He
hoped all would value the hononrs thus conferred on
them by their Queen. 7The anrnuity medal to Serze-
ant-Major confers the sam of £20 a-year. The
Sergeant-Major acknowledged Her Majesty’s kind-
ness for bestowing on him the grant, and also ta Col-
enel Eden for the kind mannarin which he presented
it. At Inkermann the Sergeant-Major was in the
Fourth Division, with anly a small detachment of
abont 150 men of his Regiment; and they became
opposed to a powerfal Rossian colomn. Seeing the
necessity of vigorous action, as the Russians were
endeavonring ¢ owmtflank the British, he stepped in
front of his delachment, with Captain Vinables, car-
rying the regimental colours, and called on them in
the name of their Queen and conntry, and the old
name they bore of ¢ Die hards,” to follow him. The
whole of the men, with the officer, immediately abey-
ed ; they opened a steady fire, and afterwards eharged
the strong torce against them, wiich the detachment
routed most gallantly. The French 7th eame up on
the right of the 5Tth, and completed the route af the
whole Russian force which the gnllant few of the 571h
commenced. The other part of the regimen!, wiih
the officers, were that morning engaged in the trench-
es. The Sergeant-Major has seen nearly twenty-five
years’ service.

The report of the
commiitee appointed to investigale the operation of
that unpepular, inconvenient, and uncalled-for mea-
sure, which ordains that every public-hounse shall be
shut at ten o’clock on Sunday night, is dead agaiust
the continnance of such an enactment. Oaly two or
three witnesses spoke in its favour, and those who did
so were scarcely entitled to a hearing. Alderman
Carden is nothing better than a selfish fanatic, who
would impose the Maine Liquor Law on working
men, but admits that he has uever thought of inflic:-
ing it on himself. Mr. G. Croikshank, a pragmatic
water-drinker, likewise volunieered evidence in fa-
vour of the cbnoxious Beer Bill ; objecting, however,
that it did not go far enough. With the exception of
these two worthies, and the vague testimony of Mr.
Hall, the Bow-street magistrate, the entire evidence
given before Mr. Berkeley’s committee was decidedly
favourable to an amendment of the Act. The Biil
willy therefore, be repealed ; and it is to be hoped that
the recent demenstialions in Hyde-park, together
with this other triumph over the Sabbatarians, will
check the mischevious and inconvenient meddlings
of the Shaftesburys, Grosvenors, and Erringtuns, with
the comforts and wants of the people. Let.us have
no more .attempts to make persons ¢ pions™ by Act of
Parliament, for they may lead to disturbance, and

| must inevitably fail to accomplish a good purpose.

The English, ontwardly, are already a most religious
people—in many things, too much so.

speciors Dargan, Banks, Langley, and several others,
were kept inreserve at the archway nnder the Well-
ington Statue, Hyde-park-corner. Men were also
placed along Piceadilly, St. James’s-square, and Bel-
grave-sgnare, so as tn be enabled, in case of an emer-
gency, 10 communicate with head-quarters. [t wasg
rumoured that the windows of the Bishop of London’s
town residence would be broken, but certainly no-
thing of the sort was done. Passing along Pall-mall,
a few persons were occasionally seen walking about
looking inte the windows of the elub-houses, and
ejnenlualing, ¢ If we see any of the nobs drinking their
wine, let us go in for their windows.” Although
there were many noblemen and gentlemen in most of
the club-houses, as far as could be seen they were
anly reading the newspapers, amd consequently no-
thing was resorted to.

AT S1erra LEoxe.~—We have received fuller particn-
lars of the afliay in which a detachment of Britisk
tronps were defeated with great Joss, by a force of the
natives, in Sierra Leane. It appears thatin DBlay,
differences having arisen between some traders and
the inhabilants, the Teazer, 3 gun steamer, with a
number of troops, (150) was despatched to the spo.
The Teazer anchored at 9 A.M. on the 22l off the
town of Malageak, and, after firing a 32-pound shot
and a 16 ponnd shell over the town, a flag of truce
was hoisled at the King®s house, upon which ¢ a pal-
aver’? was held with the King, but being unsatisfac-
tory, at the expiration of one honr and a haif the troops
advanced to the centre of the town without oppositior,
and set fire to the mosque, the King’s house, and se-
vera] other buildings. ~The intense heat of the Aames
compelled the troops to retire to the boats, on reaching
which asmart fire was opened upon them by the ene-
my in ambush at each side of the landing place, and
5 soldiers were wounded. The troops however reach-
ed the Teazer withont further opposition. On the
morning of the 23d, at an early hour, Commander Ni-
cholas poured into the town (which was stili in flames)
and the adjacent bushes, grape, canister, and shell.
In half an hour the troops again landed without op-
position and advanced. The natives ia the night hadl
received an overwhelming reinforcement, which lay
in ambush, and on the troops approaching they founi
themselves nearly surrounded on all sides with 2
deadly fire.. The men being shot down'in great num-
bers by the unseen foes, nothing remained but 1w
make a hasty retreat. One boat sncceeded in reach-
ing the Teazer; but the pinnace, with 30 men, in
pushing off, filling and capsized, riddled with bullete.
The soldiers-were either drowned, shot by the enemy,
or butchered wheri they gained the banks of the river.
Of the 150 men of all ranks embarked, 72 were killed,
12 wotunded or missing and, 9 taken prisonérs, (since
released).,—American Paper. '
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
