Potts are of such a nature as to have a serious
effect upon the declarations of the man Villeneuve, res-
pecting the Police department: ;

Whereas the said Villeneuve has already made certain
sworn declarations before the Committee of enquiry ap-
pointed by the City Council, in ‘which the Police depart-
ment is directly implicated; that in all probability he will
make further declarations of a similar nature before an-
other pending investigation; and that it is but fair that
the Council which will finally judge the matter should be
fully informed upon the subject .

Be it Resolved:

That the said solemn declaration be referred to the
Council at its next meeting in order that it may take the
measures it may deem proper in the premises. .

Ald. Stearns and Carter dissented on the grounds that
there is nothing in this affidavit concerning the adminis-
tration of the Police department.

8.—Ald. Carter made a few remarks about the social
evils of this City and suggesteu that the task of leading
fallen girls back to the paths of an honest livehood was,
by no means, hopeless. He thought the time had come
for a closer examination of the conditions in Montreal,
and for this reason, he would ask that instructions be
given to the superintendent of Police, to prepare for this
Committee a report giving a list of the houses of prostitu-
tions in Montreal, their location and the number of in--
mates in each, how many times they had been brought
before the Courts, and, as much as possible, the names of
the landlords of such houses. .

The Committe deliberated, and it was :

Resolved: That instructions be given to the superinten-
dent of Police to prepare, for Ald. Carter’s information,
such accurate a report as possible, under the circumstan.
ces. 3
