5. The two Alderment elected to represent St. Cunegonde
Ward in the Council of the City of Montreal shall remain in
office until the 1st of February, 1906.

6. The following permanent employees of the City of St.
Cunegonde of Montreal, shall, from the date of annexation,
become the employees of the City of Montreal, and shall dis-
charge for the latter City functions proportionate, as to sala-
ries, with those which they now discharge for the City of St.
Cunegonde of Montreal, and this, at the discretion of the
Committees having jurisdiction :

(a)—The employees of the Accountant’s Office shall be
under the jurisdiction of the Finance Committee; (b) the em-
ployees of the Road department shall be under the jurisdiction
of the Road Committee; (c) the police officers and consta-
bles shall be under the jurisdiction of the Police Committee;
(d) the officers and men in charge of the fire apparatus and
of the lighting service shall be under the jurisdiction of the
Fire and Light Committee; the same classification to be ap-
plied to all permanent employees coming, by the nature of their
functions, within the jurisdiction of the Incineration, Hygiene
and Statistics, and Parks, Squares and Ferries Committees.

7. The Chief of Police of the City of St. Cunegonde of
Montreal, who is at the same time chief of the Fire Depart-
ment, shall act as sub-chief in the Fire Department of the City
of Montreal, during good behaviour.

8. The City Hall of the City of St. Cunegonde of Montreal
shall be permanently utilized. :

9. The fire and police stations of the City of St. Cunegonde
of Montreal shall remain in the premises they now occupy.

10. The City of Montreal binds itself to keep the asphalted
streets and cement sidewalks of St. Cunegonde Ward in good
order and without any extra charge for the rate-payers of
said Ward. "

11. No expropriation for ‘improvements of general interest
or for local improvements shall be effected for a period of 15
years from the date of the adoption of this by-law.

12. By the adoption of this by-law, the new ward is and
shall be incorporated into the said City of Montreal, and shall
be subject to all by-laws of the said City of Montreal, which
do not conflict with the provisions of this by-law, and shall
be subject to all the duties and obligations prescribed by the
charter of the City of Montreal and the statutes amending
the same,
