The Canada Council recently approved
awards totalling $2.5 million to 108
Canadian publishers in its annual program
to support Canadian book publishing pro-
grams of literary and cultural value during
1982. The program is one of the council’s
major funding programs, and this year’s
recipients include 69 English-language
and 39 French-language publishers from
Canada.
