The Canadian Government and the Belgian Government,

BEING parties to the North Atlantic Treaty signed at Washington 0P
April 4, 1949;(1)

CoONSIDERING that the North Atlantic Treaty provides for the 'c00pé'rafi_'°";
of the contracting states in developing their individual and collective capaciti€
to resist armed attack; o A

CONSIDERING that the Government of Canada has obligations resulting
from the presence of their forces on .the European continent;

HAVE AGREED As FOLLOWS:
ARTICLE 1

The Belgian Government will permit Canadian Forces to pass in transit
through and to be stationed in Belgium whenever this appears to the th
Governments to be necessary in order to ensure supplies .to Canadian force‘
stationed on the continent of Europe, or in order to comply with any recorm
mendations of the North Atlantic Council or of its competent organs.

ARTICLE 2

The Belgian Government shall place at the disposal of the Crall'lad;lf“rl
Forces such facilities and services as are mutually agreed by the approl,’n?o
authorities of the two Governments to be necessary to carry out the misst
of the Canadian Forces.

The technical details and administrative procedures concerning the Pro,:g;
sion of facilities and services mentioned in the preceding paragraph andents
methods of payment therefore will be determined by separate arrangem

between the appropriate authorities of the two Governments.

ARTICLE 3
The fiscal regime applied in respect of expenditures made in Belglt:ﬁ
by the Canadian Government for Canadian forces stationed in Belgium Shbe
not be less favourable to Canada than that which may from time to time ty
in effect between Belgium and any other party to the North Atlantic Tred
for the forces of that State stationed in Belgium.

ARTICLE 4 t
The provisions of the agreement between the parties to the North Atlan(tzl)
Treaty on the status of their forces signed at London on the 19th June, 1951’rd5
shall, whether or not that agreement has come into force, be applied as I'e%a se
the forces to which the present agreement relates, except in so far as
provisions may be notified by article 3.
