LIMIT VALUES FOR EMISSIONS OF SULPHUR FROM STA TIONARY SOURCES

Section A applies to Parties other than Canada and the United States of America, section 
B applies to Canada and section C applies to the United States ot America.
I

A.

For the purpose of section A, except table 2 and paragraphs 1 I and 12, limit value means 
the quantity of a caseous substance contained in the waste gases from an installation that is not to 
be exceeded. Unless otherwise specified, it shall be calculated in terms of mass of pollutant per 
volume of the waste gases (expressed as mg/m3), assuming standard conditions for temperature 
and pressure for drv gas (volume at 273.15 K, 101.3 kPa). With regard to the oxygen content ot 
the exhaust gas, the values given in the tables below for each source category shall apply. Dilution 
for the purpose of lowering concentrations of pollutants in waste gases is not permitted. Start-up. 
shutdown and maintenance of equipment are excluded.

Emissions shall be monitored I/in all cases. Compliance with limit values shall be 
verified. The methods of verification can include continuous or discontinuous measurements, type 
approval, or any other technically sound method.

4 Sampling and analysis of pollutants, as well as
calibrate any measurement svstem. shall be carried out in accordance with the standards laid down 
bv the European Committee for Standardization (CEN) or by the International Organization tor 
Standardization (ISO). While awaiting the development of CEN or ISO standards, national 
standards shall apply.

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7 In the case of continuous measurements for existing plant, compliance with the emission
standards is achieved if (a) none of the monthly mean values exceeds the limit values: and (b) 
07% of all the 48-hour mean values do not exceed 1 10% of the limit values.

In the case of discontinuous measurements, as a minimum requirement, compliance with 
the emission standards is achieved if the mean value based on an appropriate number ot 
measurements under representative conditions does not exceed the value of the emission standard.
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
