ATED IN 1950, CANADA HAS PROVIDED1,097, 157 NEW TRAINEES FROM OTHER
COLOMBO PLAN COUNTRIES WERE'STUDYING IN CANADA IN 1958=59, AND
37 TECHNICAL EXPERTS WERE SENT TO OTHER COUNTRIES.
