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PRAYERS.

Mr. Harrison, from the Standing Committee on Standing Orders, presented
the First Report of the said Committee, which is as follows:

Pursuant to its Order of Reference of March 7, 1957, your Committee has
considered the petition of Margo Jean Thornton Savard for a Bill of Divorce,
togcether with the report thereon of the Clerk of Petîtions.

Representations were made to your Committee by Counsel to the petîtioner
that the delay in fihing was not attributable to the petitioner and, for this
reason, it was requested that the petition be received and that the Standing
Orders relating to late filing and additional charges be suspended.
