ACQUISITION 0F LAND FOR TORONTO WATERFRONT

Question No. 281-Mr. Atkey:
Has the governrnent exercised its option to purchase for $9.7

million the 14 acres of land from a New York company for the
proposed park on the Toronto waterfront and, if so, under which
departmental estimates were such funds committed?

Hon. Jean-Eudes Dubé (Minister of Public Work): Yes,
funds were cornritted from Department of Public Works
estimates.

ST. LAWRENCE RIVER ISLANDS

Mr. John. M. Reid (Parliamentary Secretary ta President
of the Privy Council): I arn informed by the Departments
of Indian Affairs and Northern Development and Public
Works as follows: 1. St. Lawrence Islands National Park
consists of a small mainland headquarters property at
Mallorytown Landing, part of Grenadier Island, 16
islands, and about 80 rocky islets. The names of the 16
islands are: Cedar, Thwartway, Pitcairn, Gordon, Aubrey,
Mulcaster, Mermaid, Georgina, Beau Rivage, Constance,
McDonald, Squaw, Camelot, Adelaide, Endymion, Stovin.

2. During the 1973 season, the Department of Indian
Affairs and Northern Development plans to construct a
wharf at Thwartway Island and 20 floating docks at vani
ous islands. Additional wharves will be replaced at sever-
al locations wbere needed. At present there are no plans
for enlarging, irnproving or repairing any of the public
dock facilities which corne under the jurisdiction of the
Department of Public Works during 1973 in this area.

Hon. John N. Turner (Minister of Finance): Since the

Public Accounts of Canada are based on a fiscal year
ending on March 31 of each year, it is not possible to
derive the National Debt at points in tirne other than
Mardi 31 of each year. When the National Debt is defined
as the total of liabilities as recorded on the staternent of
assets and liabilities, the level at March 31, 1970, was
$38,150 million. On the other hand, when the National
Debt is defined as the excess of gross liabilities over net
recorded assets (i.e., when it is defined to represent the
cumulative budgetary deficit since Confederation), the
level at March 31, 1970, was $16,943 million.
