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him as a brave, blithe spirit who refused to
go "on the shelf". He would not give up,
and in the end, I believe, he really had things
the way he wanted them.

I join with the leader of the government
in expressing deepest sympathy to Mrs. Fogo
and the family.

Hon. John C. Davis: Honourable senators,
nearly four years ago it was my privilege to
be sworn in as a member of this body on the
same day as was our late colleague, Gardon
Fogo. Prior to that time I had had an oppor-
tunity of working alongside him when he
came to Manitoba on party organization
matters. Senator Fogo impressed one at the
outset by his clarity of thought, his kindness

of heart and his philosophical judgment. I
would be remiss if I let this occasion pass
without recalling the warmth and kindness
that he showed towards the people of Mani-
toba. He was not long in that province before
he had established that high personal prestige
and standing to which reference bas so fit-
tingly been made by the senator from Ottawa
(Hon. Mr. Lambert).

I join with the other speakers in the senti-
ments expressed on behalf of our late col-
league; and to his widow and family I extend
deepest sympathy from the people in my sec-
tion of the country.

The Senate adjourned until tomorrow at
