
18. This Constitution may be 
amended at the annual meeting or at 
a special meeting called for that pur­
pose by a two-thirds vote of the 
members present, after one week’s 
notice of such amendment.

Order of Business:
1. Reading and confirming of min­

utes of previous meeting.
2. Reading correspondence.
3. Reports of Committees.
4. Passing Accounts.
5. General business unfinished 

business, motions, etc.

Rules of Order:
(a) No motion shall be received 

without the names of mover and sec­
onder, nor be open for discussion 
until stated by the presiding officer.

(b) All motions shall be decided 
by a majority of votes, unless other­
wise provided for, and in case of an 
equality of votes, the presiding officer 
to have the casting vote.

(c) No amendment to a motion 
shall be in order after an amendment 
to an amendment.
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
