We would say bLriefly that there was
a fairly liberal supply eof cattle, with
the cuality -generally common to fair,
wich a gooed enquiry for the well-finished
class, and with the market for most but-
cher cattle 26¢ per cwt. lower. The cow
trade was good and bulls were steady
with a fair enquiry for stockers and
feeders, and with prospects about steady
for the lalance of the week.

There - was no. particular decline in
the price cof choice cattle, as the prices

paid and printed in The World will plain-*

ly indicate, but there are too many of
the big rough, unfinished cattle coming
on the rket, ‘and the cut which we
have said per cwt. was directed
chiefly agai this class of cattle: The
farmers are finishing their cattle as in
other years in view of the high existing
and prospective price of grain, and while
ensilage and roots are excellent ajds
fhern is no doubti about it the cattie
arelnot getting as much grain as for-
merly.

or not is a matter of epinion, Hut the
effects are shown in the percentages
as indicated in the returns from the
packing bhouses. 1
