Financier any* this week: The statement 
of the associated hanks of New 1 ork 
city for the week ending June 20 i* 
favorable. In as far as the expansion In 
loans Is concerned, but despite the drain 
of cash to Europe nnd the employment 
„f funds In other directions. Idle money 
is Still accumulating in New York. The 
total surplus cash I* now close to JJfty 
million dollar», un Increase of about four 
million» In the last month. Within the 
name time loans hnve expended lew 
than seventeen million dolhirs, while de­
posits have Increased nearly *2.),ls").'A*i- 
This I* an extraordinary movement. 
That there is some relief In store for 
this congested condition, the statement 
clearly indicate*. Of the Increase of 
*3.130.800 in loans reported the gain 
was made hy no jess than forty-two of 
the sixty honkH, anil deposit Increases 
were evenly distributed. Two of the 
hanks, the Western National and the 
Fourth National, appear to have been 
responsible for one-half the increase in 
loans, but the remainder has gone uni­
formly to swell the totals of the other 
banks. An encouraging feature of the 
situation, not shown in the statement, is 
the fact that the banks are- doing a 
largely Increased business In commercial 
paper, accounts of the Institution show­
ing that the greater part of their new 
loans were of this character.
