A large gathering of business men,
numbering about 70, waited upon Hon-
Mr. Gibson and Hon. Mr. Davis at the
Parliament buildings yesterday to pre-
sent their views with regard to the un-
abbreviated use of the word “limited”
in connection with incorporated com-
panies, They wanted the act changed
so that all companies could use the
word abbreviated “Ltd.” and desired ibe
remission of all fines and penalties and
costs where infractions of the law were
shown. to be unintentional. They also
wished for legislation compelling L in-
formers to have the consent of the Gov-
ernment before issuing writs and »sked
the Government to make an carly an-
nouncement regarding their requests,

The Ministers informed the deputa-
tion- that concurrent with the anuounce-
ment of the policy of the Dowmininn
Government in regard to the reguiation
of limited liability companies, the Ontario
Government will outline the legisnition
they propose to enac¢t at the next sesstm
of the Legislature. These amendments
would be made in a few days and re-
lieve business .men of the bother and
confusion at present existing.

The speakers for the deputation plead-
ed that everybody understood that the
abbreviation “Ltd.” meant that the iia-
bility of the company was limited, but
Col. Gibson disagreed with this and suid
he favored the word being spelled out.

Paris, Aug. 19.—Baron Mackau, one of
the chief promoters of the Charity Baz-
aar of the Rue Jean Goujon (which was
destroyed by fire on May 4 last with a
loss of over 100 lives), and Bailac and
Bagrachow, two employes of the Cine-
matographe establishment in the bazaar,
the section where the fire broke out,
were placed on trial here to-day, charged
with homicide through their imprudence
upon that occasion.

Canadian Northwest Traffic
Goes Via New York.

TS THE CHEAPEST ROUTE

Just Because the Ocean Rates From
New York Are Lower.

In Order to Hold the Busfness Canada
Muast Have as Good Freight Veuel, ns
Those Satling ¥From New York, and
Passenger and Frelght Business Must
Be Separated—This Question ¥s the
Most Important the Country Has to
Consider, the C.P.RR. President Savs.

Montreal, Aug. 19.—(Special.)—Hon.
Mr. Tarte having asked Sir William
Van Horne’s opinion’ as to the best way
of securing Canada’s trade to Canadian
ports, the President of the C. P. R. re-

plied as follows:

“Dear Mr. Tarte,—I have your letter
of yesterday, asking, in effect, why.in
the past so much of the Canadian
Northwest traffic has gone to the Ame-
rican ports, and what I would suggest a8
best to be done to hold it in Canadian

channels. :

“The reason of the traffic going by
the New York route is a very supple
one—that route is, most of the time,
the cheapest one. I refer to the cofxt of
carriage all the way from the': Great
Lakes to the various trans-Atlantic ports.
The advantage of the New York route
is in the ocean rates, -and this advan-
tage in ocean rates 1s :
ofgvery large vessels, .especmllyv adapted
to the- carnage of freight at the lowest

ible cost, vessels such as we have
not in the Canadian Atlantic service.

“In order to hold the trade_w;th cer-
tainty in Canadian channels, it is abso-
lutely necessary that our ccean carriage
should cost no more than the New York
voute, and this means the employment
of similar or superior t_re:.ght carriers
and the complete separation of the pas-
senger and heavy freight carmiage. Until
this is done, the vast expenditure of
Canada on her canals and railways will
largely fail of its object. It is meces-
sary to supplement the vast and costly
system of internal communication which
has been created. It ought to have been
done ten years ago, for the losses {0
the country from the lack of it have
avithin that time amounted to many
times what it would have cost. The
first great step towards this end has been
made by the Dominion Government in
providing for a fast Atlantic service.
This should result in making the car-
riage of freight a-specialty, and in the
introduction of freight steamships of
the largest and most econmomical type;
and when these come the carriage of
Canadian freight and much of that of
the Western States- will be secured to
Canadian channels; and, in my opinion,
nothing else will do it.

“T expressed the opinion, years agn,
that it was possible to improve our
Canadian ocean service to such an ex-
tent as to add 10 per cent. to the value
of the export produects of the Dominion,
barring lumber, and 1iime has only
strengthened this opinion. If this can
be dome, no effort and no expense with-
in reason shonld be spared to bring it
about as quickly as posmible. Indeed,
it should take precedence over anything
else,. for it is the most important com-
;‘"g“:ﬂl qnﬂ:;km }he country has ever
had to consider. Yours w trul w.
