— The preparations for the Victorian Era

ROOST SEARDL SCENTED

Chapleau-Tarte Letter- Still the Big
Political Topic in: Montreal.

The Little Extracts Have Intensified the
Clamors for Pnblication of the Whole
Epistie—The Star Has Not Heard of Mr.
Tarte Shooting Anybedy, and Suggests
That Perhaps This 1s the Close Season
for Banditti.

Montreal, Dec. 28.—(Special.)—The ex-
tracts fromn the Chapleau-Tarte letter, pub-
lished in The World yesterday, have creat-
ed the impres:ion here that one of the big-
gest scandals ever heard of -in, the- consti-
tutional history of Canada is about to be
unearthed. Little was talked of to-day in
political circles except this famous letter,
and arl hands are clamoring for its publica-
tion. The Star, after quoting The ‘World's
despatch, says cditorially: “If His Excel-
lency the Governor-General does not deem
it to be his duty to demand from his Min-
{sters an explanation of one of the gravest
scandals in Canadian history, we can scarce-
ly imagine but that when PardHament meets,
qambitions Nova Secoiia’ will ask the at-
temtion of the House of Commons to the
peculiar correspondence alieged to have tak-
en place between a Mmnister of the Crown
and the Lieutenunt-Governor of Quebec. We
have mot heard of J. Israel shooting any-
body; perhaps this is the close season for
panditti. But be has evidently been doing
his best to temper the Grit atmosphere I
the Cabinet, and even out of the Cabinet
the temperature of the Grit - atmosphere
which surrounds him seems lo have rallen
very low. The letter must be very bad, in-
deed, if its pubircation can make a worse
{mpression upon the public mind than 4ts
suppression is now making."”’

«Ambitious Nova Scotia” refers to ~Sir
Charles Tupper, and the extreme gravity of
the case is at once made manifest by the

~ London, Dec. 28.—A despatch from Pe-
shawur says: “The British columns have re-
turned from Khyber Pass, after punishing
with slight opposition the Zakka-Khels in
the Bazar Valley. Military operations on
the frontier are now concluded. Every
 Afridi and Orakzai valley has been visited.

“It now appears that the enemy’s loss

Tacoma, Wash., Dec. 28.—A copy of the
peculiar and remarkable contract under
which Russia seized the Korean finances
and customs, and thereby forced out Mc-
Leavy Brown, the representative of- Eng.
lish interests, recently, and which so of-
fended England that the British  Tacifio
squadron’ has been despatched to Chemulpo,
rear Seoul, the capital of Korea, has been
received here, and a translation reveals
the fact that Russia not only seized the fin-
auces and customs of Korea, but propos-
ed to hold forever the same, notwithstand-
ing that in her treaty with Japan after
the China-Japan war she specifically agre2d
to join with Japan in mantalning the :n-
dependence of Korea, and not to do any
act that would jeopardize Japan's influences
there. Japan has thus far observed the
Russian-Japanese treaty regarding Korea,
but 4n the above contract Russia has not
only offzneded Japan, but aroused England.
McLeavy Brown, however, refused to ac-
cept his dismissal and returned his dis-
charge to the King and Emperor of Korea.
He appealed to the British consul, and the
latter reported the situation to England.

Over 20 British Warships.
