Confused Telephone Service
By Daylight Saving Time

In the matter of long-distance tele- 
phone service, the confused situation re 
daylight savings offer opportunity for 
no end of trouble and inconvenience.

In making appointments for long- 
distance conversations, unless the par- 
ties are clear as to what time—standard 

i or daylight saving—prevails in both 
I towns, confusion is inevitable.

The peak load of long-distance tele­
phone traffic occurs between the hours 
of 9 and 12 in the morning and 2 and 3 
in the afternoon, the great majority of 
business calls being during these peri­
ods. Suppose Brown in a standard-time 
community calls Jones in a daylight 
savings city at say 11 o’clock. He finds 
Jones has gone to lunch. On returning 
to his office, Jones learns of the call 
and at once tries to get Brown, but finds 
that it is now his lunch hour, and that 
he must wait for him. Before they can 
have their talk two full hours have 
elapsed. In other words, the long- 
distance telephone day,already short, is 
reduced two full hours and congestion 
is probable.

The Federal authorities, having de­
emed against the adoption of daylight 
saving, night artes for long-distance 
service must be based on standard time.
