A DRUNKEN RUSSIAN

City to Guarantee Bouds of Street
Railway te Extent of Half a
~=  Million Dollars.

HAMILTON, _April 28.—(Special.)—
Mike Arome, a Russian, according to
the ' police, pulled out a revélver at
Irondale this afternoon and fired sev-

eral shots into a street car because.
