Clock Tower,

Flanking the bullding at its northwest
corner 18 the elocks tower, rising to the
height of 140 ft., and four large clock
dials, eight feet in diameter, will be a

reat convenience to the entire neigh-

orhood. The vestibule under the tower
leads to the ccncourse. A sidewalk
(protected by a marquise) is laid along
the south and west sides of the station
80 that. patrons may enter either at the
main entrance, centrally on the south
side or at the tower vestibule, the e¢x-
pectation bel.ni that the latter entrance
will be used Ly those passengers who
have already seccured tickets and only
require to pass directly to the trains, re-
lieving ths maip waitify-room of much
of the congestion that ‘might otherwise
occur. A private ¢ driveway also runs
along the west side of the station, so
that vehicles may drive up to either
entrance and pass thru under the tracks
to the baggage and express rooms and
out on Yonge street to the north of the

station,
Lined With Marble,

Internally the waiting-room, tower
vestibule and concourse ,are lined with
marble for their entire height, the archi-
tectural effect being obtained by the
use of djfferent colored marbles al] set
in practically the same plane, so as to
avold as far as poseible all offsets and
dirt-collecting projections, A complete
system of electric clocks of British man-
ufacture has been installed; of this the
large clock in the tower forms a pare.
All ornamental iron work, plastering,
marble work, heating, ventilating,
plumbing, electric work, ete., have all
been carried out by ‘Toronto firms.
Wherever possible, and there are few
exceptions, all materials and labor em-

loyed in the construction of the build-
ng are of Canadian or British origin,
and Canadian timber has been used for
all woodwork, whether rough lumber or
finished mill work.

Manager Banqueted.

Prevous to the opening ceremony, A,
D. McTier, the general manager of the C.
P. R,, was banqueted at the National Club
by the city council, and several officials
of the rallway were present, in addition
to many prominent citizens,

Mayor Church spoke in glowing terms
of . the work accomplished, and stated
that the company had always been pre-
pared to go ahead when the financial
situation was bad. The new station wus
one of the finest on the continent, and
the day would be a red-letter one in the
history of North Toronto.,

Mr. McTier pointed out that the sta-
tion would be an advantage to his com-
pany, as wéll as to the city. Now that
the building had been erected, he hoped
that the people would see the necessity
of using it whenever possible.

After congratulating the mayor and
General Manager McTier, Sir James Car-
roll spoke of the way in which the col-
onies were co-operating in order to bring
the war to a successful issue.
