In the district of Oldham equal distress exists,
At a public meeting, the gentry, clergy, and other
inhabitants of the town, held on "Thursday, for the

rpurpose of taking into considerstion the state of
the working population, one of the speakers stated,
that

“The total number of operatives in the district
was 20,000, but mest of them were ouly working
two, three, and four days per week, whilst hun-
dreds were entirely out of work. (lMcar) Sup
posiny that most of them only worked three days
per week, and that when in full work they got
upon an everage eight shillings per week, their
present carnings would be four shillings per
week. Tt mightbe caleulated that tie total wages
were £8000 per week, but it was probable that at
present they only amounted to £4060 per week,
80 that in wages alone there had been a failing
off in circulation to tle district of one-half. Then
in machine making, there had been only a short
time ago, 2000 inen employed here, but at present
not more than one fouith of them were woiking,
and those weie not employed full time. When in
full work, their wages might have averaged £1 per
week—now it was likely they were not geting
more than ten shillings per week. (Hesr.) Then
there were the miners and hatters also in great dis-
tress. (Hear.) Altogether it was probable that the
decrease in the circulation of money in one week
alone in this borough amounted to £G000 or £7000.
{Hear.) The present extent cf destitution was aw~
ful in the greatest degree; there were instances
of families having to make meals of half pounds
and pounds of Indian corn. (Hear) Ile could
well remember the disastrous times of 1826 and
1842; but they were nothing in suifering to the
present period.”

Nor is this state of things confined to the cotton
manufacturing districts.  From a  Birmingham
paper we extract the following : —

“We are sorry to say the mechanics and la-
bourers heretofore well employed by ruilway com-
panies are being daily discharged.  On Saturday
last a coneiderable nu:aber of hands employed in a
large carriage manufactory were discharged, and
muny more will follow on Saturday next.  Add to
these thousands of *navvies' in this town and
neighbourhood, and we shall have an enormous
number of unemployed persona imunediately thrown
upon the rates and roads.”

What 18 to become of &l these poor people in
the winter season which is approaching it is not
easy to say. We look to the wisdom of P+rliament
1o enlighten us upen the subject. ‘T'hat the rate-
payers of our large towns, burthened as they al-
rendy are with the immigrant pauperism of Ireland,
and suffering from the unexampled depression of
trade, can afford to bear this new burthen is as
ldittle probable as it is that the poor will submit to
sterve much longer in peace.— Liverpool Standard.

Throwing
isell into a coil, the dangerous creature commen-
ced that low hum, orspecies of ringing, (not the
rattle) which is peculiar to the species, and scem-
ed inclined to remain quiet; probably the change
of climate produced a sort of torpor, and it was re-
peatedly teased with a stick, without betraying
much viciousness. Indeed, one gentleman ven-
iured so far as to raisc it with the toe of his boot!
