The day of jealousy on the part 
of England has gone for ever.”

An important part of the policy 
ot the Conservative party to which I be­
long is tariff reform, and the most im­
portant part of tariff reform is colonial 
preference. Preference especially must be 
given to Canadian wheat. Twenty years 
from now 1 .believe that America will ex­
port no wheat. She will need it all for 
herself.
