NEW YORK, Sept. 21—In  discussing
the political conditions prevailing in Great
Britain, Sir Gilbert Parker, M. P, who
is . now in this city, said last night that
the most important question is Joseph
Chamberlain’s policy of preferential tariff.

“We have taken a emall leaf out'of &
large ' American book,”’ he went on. “I
hardly think the question will be eettled
at the next election. Just as it would be
impoesible to convert the United States to
free’ trade in ten ‘years, so Idon’t antici-
pate it iwill be poseible’ to convert Great
Britain to the policy of -imperial reciproc-
ity and of tariff reform in that short space
of time. An important part of the policy
of- the Conservative party to which I be-
long is tariff reform, and the most im-
portant part of tariff reform is colonial
preference. Preference especially must be
given to Canadian wheat. Twenty years
from now I believe that America will ex-
port no wheat. She will need it all for
herself. In the meantime we must build
