New York, July 4—With about 2,500
metal workers, boiler makers, pattern
makers, riveters and blacksmiths em-
ployed at the shipyards in this district
on strike, labor leaders, predicted fur-
ther walk-outs during the day unless
the employers submit to the men’s de-
mands.

AL DOCKWORKERS
AT AMSTERDAM  HAVE
GONE OUT ON STRIKE

Trouble Over Food Supplies—
Soldies, Ordered to Charge the
Crowd, Refuse

Amsterdam, July 4—All Amsterdam
dockworkers struck yesterday. Build-
ers, workmen and shipyard laborers
struck yesterday in sympathy. A big
protest meeting of strikers was fixed for
the afternoon. The burgomaster has
forbidden street demonstrations and
open air meetings.

A deputation of the dock workers vis-
ited the burgomaster yesterday and de-
manded a better supply of food stuffs
and the withdrawal of the military
guards from the markets, where serious
potato riots occurred last night. With
regard to the latter the burgomaster re-
plied that order must be maintained at
any cost.

According to the Het Volk a detach-
ment of soldiers was ordered to charge
the crowd but refused to do so and were
marched off by the officer in command,
amid cheers.

PREDICT SHORT LIFE -
FOR THE RESTORED
MONARCHY IN" CHINA

Tien Tsin, July 3—Prominent Chinese
here believe that the restoration will
not last three weeks. Tuan Chi-Jui, the
ex-premier, who is still the strongest
northern military leader opposing the
restoration, has been promised support
by Vice President Feng Kwo Shang and
the military governor of Shantung. Al-
though the Chinese are locally display-
ing the jmperial emblem, there is no
enthusiasm. All the local papers de-
nounce the restoration.

London, July 4—Foreign diplomats in
Peking, while they have decided not to
interfere with the situation at present,
have warned the imperialists that they
will hold them responsible for the safe-
ty of President Li Yuen- Hung, accord-
ing to a special despatch from Tien
T'sin.

A report that President Li had com-
mitted suicide is sald to be untrue.

A despatch to the Times from Pe-
king says that the imperial edict issued
on Sunday asserts that under the re-
public bribery prevailed and foreign ob-
ligations increased enormously.

President Makes Escape

London, July 4—The escape of Presi-
dent Li Yuan Hun of China from the
palace at Peking on Monday evening is
reported in an Exchange Telegraph de-
spatch from Tien Tsin. The president
is said to have gone to the legation of
cne of the Entente nations.

According to recent press despatches,
President Li Yuan Hung was made a
prisoner in the palace at the time of
General Chang Hung’s effort to restore
the dynasty.

RECRUITING N AUSTRALIA

Continue Voluntary System With Mon-
thly M:nimum Fixed — Proposed
Home Holiday For First Gontingent

Sydney, Australia, July 4 (via Reu-
ter’s Ottawa Agency.)—The statement
of Premier Hughes on the government’s
recruiting policy announces that it is
proposed to continue the voluntary sys-
tem, fixing the minimum enlistments
necessary to reinforce the existing divi-
sions at present at the rate of 7,000 men
monthly. Mr. Hughes says the present
rate is inadequate, especially as the
government desires, if the results per-
mit, to give the first division a holiday
in Australia.

Extremely Violent At-
tacks By Ger-
mans

'ENEMY LOSSES VERY HEAVY

Large Bodies of Hun Treops
Hurled Against Petain's Men
on the Ainse, But Only to be
Completely Repulsed—Not an
Iach of Ground Gained

Paris, July 4—Bxtremely viclent fight-
ing was in progress all through the night
on the Aisne front, resulting in the rout
of the attacking Germans with very
heavy losses. The war office announces
also that the Germans repeatly hurled
large bodies of men nst the French,
attacking on the whole front from the
north of Jouy to the east of the Califor-
nie Plateau. The repulse of the enemy
was complete. The announcement fol-
lows: 9

“Late yesterday the Germans under-
took a powerful offensive action, which
was prolonged all night, against all our
positions north of Jouy as far as to the
east of the Californie Plateau. On this
long front they made violent attacks re-
peatedly with large numbers of their
gpecial assaulting troops. Their efforts
were directed principally east of Froid-
mont Farm, west and southwest of
Cerny, north of Ailles and also against
the Californie Plateau.

“The repulse of the enemy was com-
plete and his losscs were very heavy,

in the region of Cerny and on
the Californie Plateau. His main as-
saults were almost entirely routed by our
fire. At certain points where the Ger-
mans ware able to gain a footing at the
first shock, victorious counter-attacks
drove them back and they were not able
to hold a single metre of our positions.

“Surprise attacks against our small
posts in the sectors of igneul and
Vauquois were repulsed. he axtilery
was very active in the region of hill 304
(Verdun froot).”

London, July 4—The British official
statement issued today concerning mili-
tary operations in Northern France
says: There is nothing to report except
considerable artillery activity on both
sides at numerous points of the front.”
