THIRD alarm called out the 
entire fighting apparatus of 

the city proper this morning to 
extinguish a fire in the coal sheds 
of the New Brunswick Power 
Company at the gas plant, Car­
marthen and St. James streets. 
Three-alarm fires are not fre­
quent, and there were many tele­
phone calls to The Times-Star 
from people anxious to know 
what was afire. Good work con­
fined the blaze to the coal sheds.

The fire was first seen at 6.50 o’clock 
and after vain attempts by employes 
of the company to get it under control 
an alarm was sent in at 7.10 o’clock. 
When it was found that the fire might 
spread to the gas storage tanks which 
house the city’s supply of gas, it wa* 
found necessary to follow the first 
alarm with the second and later by| 
the third alarm.

SHEDS WIPED OUT. ____
--" : ■

The fire was said to have been caugt 
ed by spontaneous combustion and the 
large coal storage sheds were wiped 
out. Eight streams of water wer< 
directed on the blaze, three of these 
from one of the storage tanks adjoin­
ing the sheds. The conflagration was 
brought under control about a hall 
hour after the arrival of the depart­
ment although streams were still bring 
played on the smoking mass this after­
noon.

Some residents of the district ran 
from their homes, alarmed by the near­
ness of the blaze to the gas tanks and 
fearing an explosion with great property 
loss and perhaps loss of life. It was 
said at the plant, however, that this 
was a remote danger.

HAMPERS FIREMEN.
Hugh clouds of dense black smok* 

which clung close to the ground, hamp­
ered the firemen in their work and 
made it almost impossible to approach 
the building with any nearness with­
out suffocating.

The production work of the gas plant 
was not delayed in any way by tha 
outbreak, the employes of the com­
pany sticking to their posts in spite of 
the raging fire less than fifty feet 
away. ''

It was with welcome reassurance that 
it was soon learned that the fire was 
under control for in industrial plants 
and homes many would face difficulties 
if the gas supply had been cut off.
