The British Empire Steel Corpora-
tion announced that more than 1800
men were working on the steel plant.
The machinists at Glace Bay, number-
ing about ninety, who returned to
work yesterday, were not working to-
day. It was said that they were re-
organizing their local and that this
might be the cause of their absence.

Reports here from Sydney Mines
state that for the first time during the
present strike there was close picketing
there this morning and several officials
engaged in maintenance work were
barred from entering the plants. They
finally managed to get through. It is
said that a mass meeting last night,
addressed by J. B. MacLachlan and
others, was not unanimous in its spirit
;zlnd that there was considerable heck-

ng. :

It was announced at the steel plant
this morning that a second blast fur-
nace would be opened soon and the
number of open hearth furnaces in-
creased accordingly.
