Mr. Vivian’s idea in brief is the estab-
lishment of model villages or towns where
housing conditions will" conform to the
laws of sanitary science and where slums
will be impossible of development in the
future. In Mr. Vivian’s scheme liberal
ground space is reserved for gardening
and recreation purposes, and the over-
crowding which eventually results from
the raising of rents is effectually obviat-
ed. In his address to the Ottawa Cana-
dian club’ during the last week in Octo-
ber, Mr. Vivian touched upon another
aspect of the proposal when he showed
that in the case of the model village es-
tablished by the Levers at Port Sunlight
it had been estimated that the increased
efficiency of each workman, due to his
improved mental and physical condition,
was equivalent to four shillings per week.

Vivian, “if the great masses of its peo-
ple are housed in tenements and barracks
with a staircase for a playground and a
window ledge for a garden.” Earl Grey
has expressed the opinion that unless Can-
adian cities take so&edy action they will
sooner . or later become engulfed in the
whirlpool of the slums,

Just now there is being planned in
New York a scheme along the lines of
Mr. Vivian’s idea which may furnish the
Dominion government with some valuable
hints in regard to practical details in
town planning. The Sage Foundation, an
organization which is distributing the
millions of the late Russel Sage in a man-
ner calculated to do the most good with-
out any appearance of charity in the ac-
cepted sense of the word, is engaged in
the comstruction of a model suburb at
Forest Hill, one of the New York pur-
lieus. Mrs. Russel Sage and those whom
she has associated with her in the founda-
tion have been profoundly impressed with
the need of better and more attractive
hqusing facilities in the suburbs for per-
sons of moderate means. They have
thought that homes could be supplied like
those in the garden cities of England, with
some greenery and flowers about them,
with accessible playgrounds and recrea-
tion facilities, and at no appreciably great
er cost than is now paid for the same roof
room in bare streets without any such
adjacenty. It is aimed to provide more
healthful and more attractive homes, to
demonstrate more tasteful surroundings
and open spaces in suburban development
and invite imitation and to encourage
more economical methods of marketing
land.

Althought the lots in Forest Hills are
necessarily small the greatest care has
been exercised to plan the parking and
open spaces to give the best possible ef-:
fect. The streets are laid out in uncon-
ventional winding designs, except for the
main thoroughfares and the homes are of
tasteful design. There is likewise a ‘“‘vil-
age green” where the village activities!
will centre. The houses will be rented
from $25 per month upwards. No houses

will be sold to speculators.
