SHEEP.

When lambs are dropped this month 
almost constant care will be required 
for a few days, especially if the 
weather is very cold. It is often best 
to wrap a chilled lamb in a woollen 
blanket, and even to remove it to the 
house for artificial warmth by the fire, 
and to stimulate it with a little hot 
ginger tea. A few extra early lambs 
bring more in the spring market than 
several times the number of late ones. 
ITie breeding ewes should be by them­
selves in warm quarters. The rest of 
the flock need comfortable sheds and 
yards, with good hay, straw and grain, 
fed regularly with enough litter to 
keep the floors dry, especially the part 
which the flock uses for sleeping.

HORSES.

Regularity in feeding is more im­
portant than is usually appreciated, 
with horses as 
milk-producing 
food and sufficient quantity at stated 
times is essential to healthful growth 
and efficient service. The amount of 
rations is governed by the age of the 
animal and whether at work or idle. 
No rule in pounds and ounces of hay 
and grain can be laid down for any 
horse, and the one in charge needs 
good judgment to keep the horses in a 
strong and healthy condition. A 
knowledge of tho requirement of 
locomotive would help many horse 
owners to a better understanding of 
the laws of feeding. The amount of 
coal, water, etc.., depend upon the easy 
movement of every part of the engine, 
and, more than that, because it is a 
living creature and has additional 
wants. Plenty of food and water 
only a part of the needs of a horse. 
There should be a comfortable stable 
and all those little attentions which 
add so much to the health of the 
animal. Good grooming is essential to 
good digestion. Cleanliness of the skin 

necessary for the health of a horse 
as for that of a man. The irritation 
of the brushing stimulates the health­
ful functions of the skin; but the 
brushing may be too severe, 
strong objection to the use of a harsh 
curry comb. If a good stiff brush is 
used daily there will be no use for a 
wire-toothed comb or other harsh im­
plement.

MILCH COWS.

g|l)o not be in two much hurry to dry 
off the milch cows. If well fed and in 
comfortable quarters they may be kept 
in milk to within two months of calving. 
It does them less injury than trying to 
stop the flow of milk when it is abun­
dant. Before drying off cease the sup­
ply of grain and roots or other succu­
lent food, and give good hay only. 
Roots may be given for one or two 
weeks before the calf is expected, but 
do not resume the grain until the calf 
is a week old, and then begin with a 
small amount and increase gradually. 
Some cows that are naturally great 
milkers mil give milk the year round 
without injury, but if they can go dry 
two months it is usually better tor 
them and better for the calf. To cease 
milking while the cow is giving four or 
five quarts of milk per day causes gar­
get and caked udder, which causes 
moie injury to the animal than is 
occasioned by the drain of keeping up 
tho milk supply. A cow that is milked 
well up to the time of calving will 
usually have ft smaller calf, and will 
have less trouble in dropping it, and if 
it is desired to raise the calf good feed 
will make it grow very well afterwards. 
Remember that the cows that have 
been bred for generations with a view 
to the large production of milk are not 
to be judged by the same rules as those 
cows which prevailed here a half cen­
tury ago, that were neither bred nor 
fed with the expectation of their giving 
more than twelve quarts a day, or 
being milked more than seven or eight 
months in a year.
