The Work-Shop—Tts Pre-
sent Condition.

A proper provision for the wants of that class of
lads whose parents are dead, or, from whatever
cause, are unable to support themselves, is deserv-
ing the attention of the benevalent portion of the
public. To meet this want, the Industrial School
in Carleton Yas established in 1867.

THE ORIGIN OF THE SCROOL..

Under careful supervision the inmates were

taught the elements of a common school education,

were clothed, fed, and their general moral and re-

ligious interests well looked after. A Board of Di-

rectors was organized, cousisting of the followird

gentloman : Mesre-IE W. i, President ; Isaac]
Burpee, Vice President; James G. Forbes, ﬂénry

Austin, and the Revs. F. Hastings, Geo. M. Arm-

strong ; and Rev. J. Caie, Secretary. The class of
boys admitted were those who had been accused of
vagranoy, petty larceny, drunkeuness, &e.

The necessity, for an institution of this kind may
be shown froni|the facts collected from the books of
the Penitentiary in 1866, whetein it was foind that
forty-five persons between th¢ ages of ten and sey-
enteen had been committed for punishment. Of
this numher forty were boys and five girls. Two of
the boys had been committed three times, and one
twice, during the same year. Six out of. the forty
boys only could write their own names, and four-
teen could read but little. To prevent their asso-
ciation with hardened criminals some vigorous ac-
tion was imperative, and. in order to rescue them
from adife of degradation the suggestion of an In-
dustrial School was received with general favor.

A public meeting was called and those interested
in the work came urwa_n'd, and in a short time $300
was subscribed. Tt being found impracticable to
purchase land and erect buildings, Messrs. Diniel
and Boyd placed a large house in Carleton (rent five),
with an acre of land surrounding it, at the disposal
of the Committee. \

During the first year fifteen boys were’ admitted,
varying from eight to fifteen years of age. Five
were orphans, and teh had but one parent living.
Five were taken from the Poor Hauge; three were,
found by the police wandering about without
homes, and seven were sons of widowed mothers,
who were unab!e to support them,

The above fairly describesgthe working of the
School for one year. 1

THE MANAGEMENT AND RULES.

The boys rise in winter at six, and in summer at
seven o'clock. After a thorough washing, the fires
are lighted. The bays then make their own beds,
clea their rooms and arrange everything in its
proper place, Prayers are then read, after which
they are assigned their respective duties for the
day, and each taught some practical lesson. At
eight o’c]opk breakfast is ready, and after it is fin-
ished the ‘knives, forks, spoons and dishes are
washed and cleaned by the boys, and arranged for
the next meal. At ten o’clock, prayer and the read-
ing of the Scripture precedes retiving to yest, v

s THE SCHOOL,

On Sundays, morning and evening, the lads at-
tend the church (St. Jude's), of which the Rev. Mr.
Parm{ncr is the ]nc.qmbcnt, and Sabbath School in
the afternaon. During the day they all attend the
public schools, and are reported to be. doing.weil
atthem. Onelad isin Mr. Montgomery’s advanced
school, No. 1. They 4}l read, and some of them
write fairly well,

THE WORE-SHOP,

Originally, the Directors fitted up a carpenter’s
shop; and materials for making several articles of
furniture were donated by friends of the school,
among them two valuable collections of tools, the
gifts of the Hon. Isaac Burpee and R. Thompson,
Esq. At present three of the boys are working in
the shoe shop, nnder the direction of My, John
Ross. Most of the lads, however, are too young to
be benefitted by léarning a trade. %

PRESENT CONDITION OF THE SCHOOL.

The Directors for the current year are H.'W.
Frith, Esq., President; Hon. Isaac Burpoe, Treas-
urer; Rev. G. J. Caie, Secretary; J. D. W, Spurr,
Esq., T. W. Daniel, Esq., T H. Hall, Esq., and J.
Baxter, Esq., M. D. The last named gentleman. is
also the voluntary medical officer of the Institution.
Ministers who are members of the association: are
also ez officio Directors. !

From the present Superintendent, Mr. Andrews,
we learn that there .are at present eleven boys in
the school, and that sixty-four Iads have been cared
for since its formation. ~ With the efieeption of the
three boys already referred to, the Mds—when not
at school— e employed in various ways abant. the
house ; working in the garden and piling up wood
for winter use.

* The entire annual cost of food, clothing, ete., for
the inmates is $1,100 per annum.

FUNDS ARE URGENTLY NEEDED,
