TRACKING BURCHELL.

NO DOUBT THAT THERE WERE
OTHER VICTIMS.

Detective Murray’s Investigations in
Buffalo—He May be Compelled to go
to England.

Burraro, N. Y., March 21.—Provincial

Detective Murray, of Ontario, arrived In

Buffalo yesterday and left again to-day.

He stopped at the Stafford house, where

Mr. and Mrs. Burchell, Benwell and Pelly

stopped on their arrival here February

16th, and from where Burchell and Ben-
well started together on the morning of

February 17th on that fateful journey to

the Blenheim swamp. Mr. Murray came

to Buffalo to trace back the line of Bur-
chell’s movements and to make available
at the trial certain interesting evidence.

It will be remembered that Burchell on

Thursday, February 27th, sent a despatch
from Buffalo to himself at Niagara Falls
it “Stafford,” as if coming
from the Stafford house. The evident
purpose of the bogus telegram was
to substantiate statements made by

Burchell at Niagara Falls and to induce

Pelly to start on that wild goose chase to
New York after Benwell. Mr. Murray
heard the statement of the Stafford
house people and then gave it as hie un-
hesitating opinion that Burchell had
sent the telegram to himself. The original
of the despatch is in the possession of
Manager Burnett of the Great North West-
ern Telegraph company here, is care-
fully guarded and will be produced at the
trial. Mr. Murray, being interviewed by a
reporter, said: “I shall go to New York
in a few days and trace the movements
of Burchell and his party there. Perhaps
1 shall be cowmpelled to go to England.
There are many gaps here and there that
must be filled. There is one of three
years in Burchell’s life. I must know
all his transactions during that time.”
“Do you think that others beside
Benwell have been lured to their death
in Canada?”

“T have not the slightest doubt of it.

Only yesterday I received some very

important evidence on this point. I got
a letter from a gentleman in New York,
a very prominent business man, speak-
ing of five young Englishmen who to his
knowledge came to this couniry to be-
come farm pupils. Two of them
disappeared at Niagara Falls. They gave
directions to have their ,letters sent to
the Falls for two weeks, but Rtheir
letters were never called for, and the
two young men have never “been heard
of since. I know that Burchell has
been out to this country several times,
and I have very little [doubt that he is
one of a gang of conspirators who were
in league to first rob and then murder
their victims.
