The GOVERNOR'’S SPEECH

Mr. President and Honorable
Gentlemen of the Legislative
Council:

Mr. Speaker and Gentlemen of
the Honorable House of As-
sembly:

The invitation by His Majesty’s Gov-

‘ernment, late in December, of the

Prime Ministers of the Self-Govein-
ing Dominions, and Indin, to atfecnd a
Conference at London, for the consid-
eration of questions arising out of the
War, having been accepted by -my
Primse Minister, postponement of the
session of the Legislature was consider
ed desirable. Hence the delay in calling
you together—a delay whick, I am sure
ycu will regard as amply justified by
the circumstances.

This epoch-making assemblage in
the Capital of the Empire, which has
just terminated, and which was the
firat occasion when the spokesmen of
the British Dominions beyond the Seas,
with those of the Mother Country and
the Great Empire of India, sat in con

clave;in full partnership, marks an on-
avard step towards cementing more
closely the relations between the separ-
ate estates making up our Great Em-
pire. It forms a happy augury of what
is to follow when Peace once more re-

{turns to the woild, and I am saiisfied

you will join with me ia rejoicing at
the fact that Newfoundland, the old-
 est Colony of the Crown, was privie
leged to participate in this great coun-
¢il. The questions with whieh the Im
perial  Conference dealt, will, from
time to time, forra the subject of legis
lation by the Motherland and the Do
minions concerned.
