“*Phe Olympic sailed from South-
ampton at 11:25 a. m. bound for New
Yark by way of Sherbourg and
Queenstown. She sailed  with _the
largest list of first-class passengers
that ever. started across_ the Atlantic
in” one ship. The first-cabin passen-
gers numbered 742, tw enty-four .more
-than  best previous .records. Among
them. were between 20 and 30 Amer-
ican . millionaires .and something like
8250,000 had .been paid in passage
money. - All told . there:. - were - nearly
3,000.persons on board.

In the collision, “the Olympie, was
struck: on the starboard quarter and
a Jdarge hole was stove in. When the
vessels separated after the impact, it
was seen -that the Olympic was:erip-
pled and  Captain Smith immediately
ordered her - 'beached.

The Olympic was launched ‘Oetober
20; 1910. Her length over all is 8821
feet  breadth over all 921 feet and she
has ‘a- -number of ' steel decks and
watertight bulkheads.

The Hawke is a ‘protected craiser
and was launched at Chatham in 1891.
She is 360 feet-long- and has a dxs-
placement of 7,350 tons.
