Tsai Chen, pres­
ident of the ministry of commerce, 
Yuan Shi Kat, viceroy of Chi Li and 
commander of the Chinese forces, and 
Tang Ska Oyi, the new Governor of 
Mukden, have also been Impeached on 
various charges.

She will call at all 
the Rivers Inlet canneries, as well 
calling at the following places: Vancouver, 
Sechelt, Bucaneer Bay, Pender Harbor, 
Van Anda, Lunn, Shoal Bay, Rock Bay, 
Bear River, Salmon River, Port Neville, 
Alert Bay, Sointula, Fort Rupert and 
Hardy Bay.

Captain Troup, general superintendent 
of the Canadian Pacific steamship ser­
vice, who made the announcement of the 
company’s intentions this_ morning said 
that by placing the Queen City on this 
route the canneries at Rivers Inlet would 
be given a betetr service with the Vic­
toria merchants. Traffic under the 
schedule will be more brisk 
direct than during previous years.

When the vessel goes on her new route 
she will be in the command of Captain 
Gunns, who at present acts as pilot to 
the steamer Princess Victoria. Captain 
Gunns is well acquainted with the Rivers 
Inlet route.

NEW FAST SERVICE.

Announcement That C. P. R. Will Pro- 
. vide a Quicker Time.

The C. P. R. manifests a disposition 
to improve the service across the con­
tinent, making it second to none 
among the railway lines tapping west­
ern America. The latest move, accord­
ing td a dispatch from Montreal, is to 
Inaugurate a new service which will 
be faster than the present express 
running from Montreal to the Coast.

Victoria West School Site and Second 
Year University Work Also 

Came Up.

The board of school trustees met In

Supt, Eaton’s office last evening and, 
during a long session of two and a half 
hours, transacted a large amount of 
general business. The Victoria West 
school site, affiliation with the Royal 
Institute^of Learning, the appointment 
of a truant inspector and regular medi­
cal inspection of city schools were 
among the*chief matters to receive at­
tention.

Trustee Riddell, chairman of the 
building and grounds committee, sub­
mitted plans for sewering and other 
minor work in connection with the 
Rock Bay and Victoria West schools. 
Tenders for this work were opened, 
and the awarding of the contracts was 
left in the hands of the chairman of 
the board and the buildings 
grounds committee, with power to act.

Trustee Riddell then spoke of the 
proposed additional school for Victoria 
West. He said that, after going 
the ground very carefully, he was of 
the opinion that the best site that 
could be obtained for the new school 
wag on the rock by the present school. 
The building could be placed on the 
big rock there, and when the present 
structure was removed there would be 
lots of room for a play ground. The*

plans should be prepared so that the 
trustees could have the matter well in 
hand by the time a site had been ob­
tained.

Trustee Lewis expressed the opinion 
that the location proposed by Trustee 
Riddell would not be favorable to the 
people of the Victoria West.

Trustee Jay, chairman of the board, 
said that he had conferred with Mayor 
Morley on the matter, and had been 
shown all the correspondence 
from Hon. William Templeman. 
Worship had Informed him that Mr. 
Templeman would visit the city in the 
course of a few weeks, and expected to 
settle the question then.

TRAWLERS REPORT 
PHENOMENON AT SEA

Bright Flames and Smoke Rise From 
Water-Supposed Submarine 

Volcano Eruption.

Lorient, France, May 9.—Several 
trawlers which came in here yesterday 
reported the observance of an extraor­
dinary phenomenon at sea, which 
would appear to have been a submar­
ine volcano eruption. The occurrence 
took place at a point forty-four miles 
southwest of the island of Croix and 
sixty miles west of Belle Isle. The 
men on board the trawlers noticed 
bright flames and intense smoke ris­
ing from the sea. Believing that some 
vessel was on fire the trawlers worked 
their way in that direction for the pur­
pose of rendering assistance. They, 
however, could discover nothing of the 
fire. Smoke and fire from no apparent 
cause continued throughout the night 
and towards morning the trawlers 
came away ^o insure their own safety.
