Third Station to Be Located at Nanaimo Will

Have Great Advantages—Cooperage
Will Be Added.

(From Monday's Daily.)

Within six miles of Nanaimo along a
stretch of water known as Pages’ La-
goon, the Pacific Whaling Company
has located a site for the establish-
ment of its third whaling station. Con-
struction operations will be commenced
at once, the bunk houses being erected
by workmen drawn from the city of
Nanaimo, and by the time these are
completed the men who have just fin-
ished the whaling station at Kyuquot
Sound will have come south and will
commence work on the construction of
a wharf at Page's Lagoon.

At Page's. Lagoon, the Pacific Whal-
ing Company has acqulred 250 acres of
land. This includes a long stretch of
waterfront and the company has
onticipation the acquisition of more
land. Perhaps the most interesting
feature connected with the proposed
station at Page's Lagoon is that
whales can be caught right off shore
and in sight of people standing on the
banks.. Hunting of this kind is wun-
known in any part of the world as it is
usual for the whalers to go some dis-
tance away before they can even sight
the quarry. Owing, however, to the
proximity of the feeding grounds to
the land in the Straits of Georgia, it is
anticipated that the capture of the
mammals will ‘be a comparatively easy
matter. %

By means of it the mammals can now
be blown up inside of a few minutes
and the danger of lgeing them and the
delay in towing them ashore is greatly
lessened. Up to the present this ap-
paratus has never, heretofore, been in
use in the whaling world and is an-
other of the time-saving devices adopt-
ed by the Pacific Whaling Company, a
concern which has brought the pursuit
of the largest game in the world to a
fine art.

AGREEMENT COMPLETED.

Final Settlement Arrived at Between
the Electric Company and
Employees.

(From Monday's Daily.)

The only question at issue between
the British Columbia Electric Railway
Company and their employvees has been
mutually compromised. The final de-
tails of the three-year agreement be-
tween the British Columbia Electric
Railway Company and its employees
have been completed and drawn up,
and the document formally signed and
delivered.

The lines of the agreement are those
outlined in these columns last week,
the advance to motormen and conduc-
tors after the first six months of ser-
vice being 4% cents per hour above the
sliding scale of the previous agree-
ment, the amounts being dependent
upon the terms of service up to ten
years.

The only question at issue was con-
cerning the rate for the men just en-
tering the service, the employees con-
tending that the 412 cents advance
should also ke given them so that a
higher standard of employees might be
secured. This contention the company
met half way, and the final agreement
stipulates that new conductors and
motormen shall receive the old rate,
20 cents per hour for the first three
months, and for the next three months
23 cents per hour.

Orders Have Been Received to Rush

Portland, Ore., July 8.—A dispatch to
the Oregonian from Seattle says:

“Admiral Burwell, commandant of
the Puget Sound navy yard, -has sent
an urgent request that two extra dry
docks be built at Bremerton, in addi-
tion to the new dock Congress, author-
ized a year ago and which the navy
department has just commenced to con-
stmuct. The dry dock to be built im-
mediately will be twice as large as the
solitary dock in the Puget Sound yard,

THE MOUNT ROYAL
LOST IN SKEENA

Six Members of Crew Drowned---Coolness of
Captain and Heroic Action of Others
Averted Greater Loss.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

A terrible disaster involving the loss
of six lives, above named, has over-
taken the Hudson's Bay Company’s
steamer Mount Royal. On Saturday
afternoon while she was passing down
the Skeena river from Hazelton to
Port Essington, soon after entering
Kitsalas canyon, she crashed on the
lower end of Ring Bolt Island, her bow
becoming ‘embedded in the Jjagged
rocks there. Five minutes latter the
tide swept her round broadside on the
stream, she turned turtle, and al-
though by this time the ten passen-
gers. on board had been landed, the
majority of the crew were precipitated
into the swirling waters, six of them
being downed.

The list of the victims of the catas-
trophe is given above.

The first news of the calamity reach-
ed this city at 5.30 p.m. on Saturday,
when a telegram was received by the
Hudson’s Bay Company from the oper-
ator at Kitsalas. It read as follows:
“Mount Royal total wreck in canyon
3 p.m. to-day; don’t expeet loss of life
will be large as I can see a large
crowd -on Ring Bolt Island,. ingluding
the captain. First and second engi-
neers came through canyon on debris.
Indians in eanoes are now working te
Expect  to
knew full particulars at 7 p.m. Signed
Graham.”

Shortly before 9 .m. a second dispatch
was received this time from Captain
Johnson. It gave a list of the victims
as stated above. It indicated that the
vessel was a total loss, but that all
ten passengers had been saved and
said that everything possible would be
done to recover the bodies.

At 1.58 a.m. yesterday a third dis-
patch was received from Kitsalas from
Capt. Johnson to the following effect:
‘“Accident caused by sudden : cross
current in canyon, carrying vessel on
to Ring Bolt Island, where she held
fast for five minutes, during which
time passengers landed. Mount Royal
turned turtle almost instantly; every
man of the crew stood hergically at
his post. Some escaped. Th#se saved
only a miracle. Everyone being cared
for By Canyon people. Ten passengers
wil be sent by small boat. I stay to
prosecute search for bodies; steamer
Northwest is at Essington; steamer
Hazelton should come to scepe. Sign-
ed Johnson.”

On receipt of this message a wire
was dispatched to Wrangel where the
steamer Hazelton was, ordering her to
proceed at once to the scene of the
disaster and render what assistance she
could.

Early yesterday morning another
telegram was received stating that the
body of steward Willis had been re-
covered and that the search for the
remains of the other victims was be-
ing continued. Yesterday afternoon in-
formation was received that the dead
body was being sent on consigned to
the company at Victoria.

As far as can be gathered from the
above dispatches and the opinion of
those who know the scene of the dis-
aster, the wreck of the Mount Royal
occurred as follows: She was loaded
light and drew only about 19 inches of
water. This would account for a cer-
tain difficulty in holding her to her
course,

Ring Bolt Island is of a triangular
shape and on the downward voyage,
steamers have to pass along the base
of the triangle and then shoot down
one of the vertical sides. This side is
for the most part composed of high
rocks, while on the adjacent side of the
canyon also rise precipitous rocks.-The
rocks on the island shelve away to-
wards the apex which is composed of
jagged pinnacles at odd intervals, It
was between two of these that the
Mount Royal went to her destruction.

She seems to have negotiated the bet-
ter part of the voyage around the
island when she suddenly encountered
a cross current which swept her out
of her course. Her bow swung around
into the jagged rocks and for five min-
utes she held fast. The crew were
whistled to quarters and the work of
embarking the passengers was accom-
plished with the utmost dispatch. Some
idea of the celerity of the movements

| on board can be gleaned from the fact
| that although the landing was of a

perilous character within five minutes
the ten passengers were safely landed
in the island, The vessel was then
caught by the tide and was swung
around broadside on the stream. With
the tremendous force of the current
then running, full ten knots an hour,
the bow could not hold with the re-
sult that it suddenly broke away, the
vessel turned turtle and the majority

of the crew were flung into the whirl-
ing waters.

Almost at once the vessel com-
menced to fall to pieces and then
came one of the most remarkable fea-
tures of the terrible catastrophe. Chief
Engineer B. Madigan and his assistant,
D. A. Good, who werec among those pre-
cipitated into the current, seized hold
of pieces of debris and managed to
keep afloat. Their passage through
the swirling waters must have been of
the most thrilling character and how
they kept afloat is regarded as mar-
velous by those who knew the awful
speed of the waters of the Kitsalas
canyon. Their race against death
lasted nearly a mile and it wds when
they had passed out of the canyon and
had reached a point opposite the tele-
graph operator’s station that they were
able to make the shore.

‘With the exception of the six who
lost their lives, the rest of the crew
managed to scramble on to the rocks
of Ring Bolt Island. Subsequently the
dead body of Steward Willis was dis-
covered amongst the wreckage which
remained at the actual point where the
vessel struck. The other victims are
supposed to have been carried down by
the current, and it is anticipated that
they met their death by being carried
under at the whirlpool which faces the
apex of the triangular island.

Captain Johnson is doing all in his
power to recover the bodies, Far and
wide 'along the course of the river, the
Indians from Kitsalas  village .are
sconring the banks in the hopes of
success. “The passengeérs—ten in num-
ber—left in a sniall boat yesterday for
Port -Essington, a distance of 30 miles
down the river.

The only woman on board was Mrs.
Johnson, the wife of the captain. She
was among the first landed on Ring
Bolt Island. Mrs. Johnson spends every
summer with her husband in the north.
She travels back and forth, only miss-
ing an occasional trip of the steamer.
Both she and her husband -are: well
known in Victoria, having many friends
here. When the news first reached the
city that the. Mount Royal was-lost it
was feared that ‘she would be among
those: on' board‘ and - might have been
drowned. 2

Captain Johnson is only 31 years of
age, and is regarded as one of the most
skillful river navigators on the Pacific
Coast. He belongs to Wanatchee, Ore-
gon, where his father is a member of
the state legisiature. He has served as
a deck hand on a river steamer on the
Lewis, the Snake and upper country
rivers. Ever since the Mount Royal
entered the service on the Skeena river
he has been in command and the Hud-
son’s Bay Company placed the most
implicit reliance in him.

The Victims,

W. L. Lewis, the first officer, who was
one of the victims, has been in the ser-
vice of the Hudson’s Bay Company
since early last year. He acted as firat
