OUTPUT WILL MEET
THE HOME DEMAND

Amounts Paid ia Bounties on Steel—
Lower Duty on Rails
Improbable.

The Montreal correspondent of the
Toronto News is prebably correct when
he says there is no foundation for the
report circulated .in the United States,
that the Dominion government intends
to modify the tariff respecting the im-
portation of steel rails thus giving the
manufacturers of the republic a better
opportunity For reaping a portion of the
rich harvest which is expected in this
country, owing to the . construction of
the Grand Trunk Pacific, extensions to
the Canadian Northern, the Canadian
Pacific and other projects . under way.
The only contingency whereby such a
reduction would be considered, would be
a vast demand, out of all proportien to
the output of the mills of the Dominion
Iron & Steel Company, and-the works
of the Lake Superior Consolidated at
Sault Ste. Marie,

The bounties on iron and steel are
now getting down fo ‘the ~disappearing
point, running out entirely in July 1907,
so that they cannot be taken account of
seriously in any future legislation which
might be enacted.

Tha chedule of bounties in force, and
those which go into effect in the future,
are as follows:

July, 1905, to July, 1906, on pig iron
from native ore $1.05 per ton; from for-
eign ore 70c.; on steel, $1.05.

July, 1906, the July 190%, on pig iron
from native ore, 60c. per ton: on pig iron
from foreign ore, 40c.; and on steel, 60c.
Thereafter no bounties shall be paid.

How much of a factor these bounties
have been in the general iron and steel
business of Canada is indicated by the
fact that the total payments by the Dom-
inion government for the past seven
years, 1898 and 1905, have amounted to
$5,204,000, of which sum the Dominion
Iron & Steel Company has received
$2,250,000, the remainder, or $2.954,000,
being divided between thirteen other con-
cerns, all of much smaller magnitude.
Not a cent of this bounty has been paid
for the produaction of steel rails, having
been calculated before the rail mills of

| Canada were turning out their product,
iand not a cent went to the credit of the
| Comsolidated Lake Superior 'Company,

which has only-been in operatiou now a
few. months.

According to Messna, Drummond, Me-
Call & Co., the annual consumption of
iron and steel and their products in Can-
ada amount to somethinglike 900,000
tons per annum, whereas-the aggregate
possible output of the mills and furnaces
now operating in “Cangda amounts to
something like two million tons per an-
num.

These estimates were made while the
Dominion Iron & Steel Company and the
Consolidated  Lake Superior were still
in'an embryo state, and, therefore, would
be greatly exceeded at the present time.
However, these figures deal with the iron
and steel husiness generally, and not
with the manufacture of steel rails.

According to the latest official figures
the consumption of steel rails in Canada
amounted during the year 1904 to 202,-
0CO0 tons, which was a great deal in
excess of the previous 12 months.

Basing the output of ‘steel rails from
the plants at Sydney and Sault Ste,
Marie upon what is considered safe fig-
ures, and the Dominion will have a
yearly output of 420,000 tons of rails per
annum. Mr, Graham Fraser, the retir-
ing director of works of the Dominion
Iron & Steel Company, stated at the an-
nual meeting of that corporation that
the rail mill at Sydney - would turn out
between 800 and 1,000 tons every
twenty-four hours, Calculating the out-
put at 900 tons for 300 days per year,
gives a total of 270,000 tons per annum,
The works of the Consolidated Lake
Superior are now turning out 500 tons
per day, or a total of 150,000 tons for
300 working days, a grard total of 420,-
000 tons per annum for'the two mills.

Therefore, doubling up the consump-
tion of 1904, and there would from these
two plants be still 20,000 tons to the
good over and above the demand. This
is deemed a liberal estimate of what
will be used in Canada within the next
two years, and by that fime there eam
be no question but that: the present
plants will have their capacity doubled.
It would, therefore, appear that there
is little nced for the Canadian railway
men to urge that the duty be abrogated.

Referring to the extension of the rail
mills at Saunlt Ste. Marie and at Sydney,
it was. stated by these in authority at
both points that extensions to the plans
could be made the moment there was
need for an increased output, and that at
a nominal cost. For < instance, # is
stated by the officials of the Consolidated
Lake Superior Company that an ex-
penditurs of $150,000° will double their
cutput, and the company would be only
too glad of an opportunity to provide
customers’ a thousand tons per day in
place of 500, as at present.

In respect to supplying rails for the
Grand Trunk Pacific’s exrteme westerly
section, the Canadian rTail makers have
iittle hope of capturing the trade. Tak-
ing into account the British preferential
the Emnglish rail maker has only $5.23
per ton to pay in the way of duty, as
against $7 per ton for the United States
manufacturer. The all-ocean freight
rate from British ports to the Pacific
coast are merely nominal owing to the
number of vessels, sailing craft and
tramp steamers anxious for cargo to
this portion of the world. It is, there-
fore, thought thdt a rate from say Liver-
pool to the Pacific could be obtained
under favorable circamstances at from
$4 to $5 per ton, Under these conditions
it would be quite unlikely that the Cana-
dian rail maker with an expensive rail
haul of three thousand miles, would at-
tempt te compete for the difference of
$5.23 per tom in his favor; therefore, the
Pacific station of the Grand Trunk and
extensions to the C. P, R. are hardly to
be calculated in the general output of the
Canadian mills.

JUDGMENT GIVEN.

Decision _in 'Coury ootn igainst
Restitution of Goods Obtained
by Helder,

Judge Lampman on Saturday gave
judgment in the case of Rex vs. Helder.
Application was made to Judge Lamp-
man som¢ days ago by A. L. Belyes,
K. Q., representing the crown, in which
he asked for an order for the return of
the jewellery to W. B. Shakespeare by
John Helder who several weeks ago was
convicted of obtaining the_goods under
false pretences.

The judgment has been handed down
and it is to the effect that the order could
not be made. The judgment is as fol-
lows;

In August, John F. S. Heler was
convicted before me of obtaining by
false pretences from W, B, Shakespeare
certain articles of jewellery to the value
of about $500, and an application for-an
order for the restoration by Helder of the
goods is now made to me under section
838 of the code, which provides: “If any
person who is guilty of any indictable
offence in stealing or knowingly receiv-
ing any property, is .indicted for such
offence, by or on behalf of the owner of
the property or his executor or adminis-
trator, and convicted thereof, or is tried
before a judge or justice for such offence
under any of the foregoing provisions and
convicted thereof, the property shall be
restored to the owner or his representa-
tive.” And power is given to the court
before which the trial takes place to
award a writ of restitution for the pro-
perty.

There was not, prior to 7 and 8,
George IV., Cap. 29, Sec. 57, any pro-
vision for the restitution of goods ob-
tained by false pretences, but the inten-
tion of section 57 and of section 100
(substantially a re-enactment of section
57) of 24 and 25 Viet., Cap. 96, was evi-
dently to put the case of property ob-
tained by false pretences on the same
footing as that obtained by larceny. See
Bentley v. Vitmont (1887), 12 App. Cas.
471; Reg. v. Stancliffe (1869), 11 Cox]
C. C. 318; and Reg. v. Goldsmith (1873),
12 Cox, C. C. 594.

Section 250 of the Canadian Criminal
Procedure Act, R. 8. Can., 1886, Cav.
174, was substantially the same as seec-
tion 100, Cap. 96, of 24 and 25 Viet,
{Imp.), but in the present code the power
to award the restoration of property ob-
tained by false pretences has not been
included in section 838.

Mr. Belyea argues that stealing in the
section includes obtaining by false pre-
tences, and refers to section 803, which
provides that a magistrate before whom
any person has been convicted may order
restitution of property stolen or obtained
by false pretences “in any case by whiech
the eourt before whom the person con-
vieted would have been tried, but for the
provisions of this part, might by law
order restitution,”” Section 803 is a re-
enactment of section- 27, R, S. Can.,
Cap. 176, and at the time that statute
was passed section 250 of the Criminal
Procedure Act to which I have referred
was in foree.

In England section 100 of Cap. 96,
24 ang 25, Vict., so far as it applied to
goods obtained by false pretences, has
been virtually repealed by section 24 of
the Sale of Goods Act, 1883, which pro-
vided that where goods have bheen ob-
tained by fraud, not amounting to felopy
(obtaining goods by false pretences dees
not come under the category of felony),
the property in such goods shall not re-
vest in the owner of the goods by reason
only of the conviction of the offender
and restored the law as laid down in
Moyce v, Newington (1S8), 4 Q. B. D.,
32 (which has been overruled by Bentley
v. Vilmont, supra), in which 'a divisional
court held that section 100 applied only
to cases in which possession had been
obtained, without the property passing.

Section 36 of our Sale of Goods Act,
R. 8. B. C., 1897, Cap. 169, is-similar
to ‘setion 24 of the Imperial Act, and I

| think it is elear that on the sale of the
| woods in question to Helder, the property

in them passed to him.

The case of in re Eastgate, ex parte
Ward (1905), 74 L. J., K. B., 324, was
referred to on argument, but the decision
in that case only deals with the right of
An unpaid vendor, who has parted with
hig goods to a fraudulent purchaser whe
never intended to pay for them, to dis-
affirm. the sale,

In my opinion Mr. Robertson’s objec-
tion to the jurisdiction to make the order
applied for is well taken, and the appli-
cation must be dismissed.

FREIGHT RATES.

Shippers Present Memoria! to C. P. R.—
Ask For Better Treatment,

“In pursvance of the action taken by
the board of trade to obtain equai rates
from Vancouver to Calgary, Edmonton
and Macleod, to those from Winnipeg,
the large special committee which was
appointed, met B. W, Greer, freight
traffic manager of the €. P. R, in his
office Friday and discussed the whole
matter,’”’ says the Vancouver News-Ad-
vertiser. “The committee was given to
understand that the gquestion would be
submitted to the freight authorities of
the company, and that an answer would
be given next Friday.

“Nearly all the members of the com-
mittee, which was a vpry large one, were
present, and the memorial, which was
presented by the chairmamn, R. P, Mec-
Lennan, vice-president of the board, was
signed by all the wholesale houses in
the city, with the exception of ome.

‘“The memorial presented to Mr, (;reer
read as follows:

The discrimination in freight rates al-
ready obtaining to Calgary, Edmonton and
Macleod in favor ef Winnipeg as against
Vancouver having been so much augment-
ed by the recently established reduction in
rates to Edmonton from Eastern Cana-
dian points; we, the undersigned mer-
chants and manufacturers of the city of
Vancouver are compelled to respectfully
request that Pacific Coast shippers be at
least placed on the same basis as Winnipeg
shippers to the above-named dlstricts, and
futther, that in the event of any future
reductions being made to Winnipeg ship-
pers the same shall immediately be granted
té Pacific Ceast shippers.

In urging this concession we consider
that Vancouver, as an Important Pacific
seaport and as an importing and distribut-
ing centré, ls altogether too restricted in
ite territory and that she should have equal
consideration in this regard with Montreal
or other ports on the Atlantic seaboard,
We would also point out that the territory
contributory to Winnipeg practically cov-
ers three provimces and portions 6f two
others, while Vancouver is by existing con-

Dr. Barlow is one of thoge who have
been making an examination into the zinc
regsources of the provinece under the diree-
tion ef Dr. Haanel, Dominion superintend-
ent of mines. He came to the Coast with
Joseph Keele. Some properties near Van-
couver wére examined and then Mr. Keele
went East.

In the Slocan couatry another party is
ecarrying on ite investigations. It is made
up of Messrs. Ingalls, Argall and Garde.

In addition to the fleld work which nas
been done it is the intention to make some
shipments of British Columbia ore to the
smelter at Denver, where experiments may
be carried out looking to the best methols
to be employed in the treatment of the
provincial ores. The Dom'nion department
of mines will also make a study of the
ores for the same purpose in order to as-
sist in every way what is looked upon as a
most important branch of mining in the
pro¥ince.

VANCOUVER ASSIZES.

Two - Indian Boye, Makamla
Gordon Acquitted.

When the Vancouver Assize court ad-
journed on Saturday there were only three
cases left on the docket. At Thursday’s
sitting Malcolm Campbell was found
guilty of unlawful wounding and sentence
was reserved. In the case of Walter Angus,
charged with "stealing a pocketbook and
cheque for $25, a verdict of not guilty was
returned.

Two Indian boys were acquitted on Fri-
day. The first was Makamla, the twelve-
year-old lad who wae charged with having
killed a little girl of eight years at the
village of Memkomis, on Village Island.
He was acguitted late in the afternoon.
Then there was takem up the case of
Caspar Gordon or Caspar Scot, who was
charged with shooting near Kitkatla on
May 8th last an Indian medicine man
named Danlel Watebo, and also wounding
the sajd Daniel Watebo with intent to do
grievous bedily harm. Without leaving
the box the jury brought in a verdict of
not gullty.

The grand jury completed their findings
on Friday with a true bill in the case of
Sterling, who has just been sent up from
the police court for the theft of tools, but
found mno biill against J. G. Woods and
other members of the Kmployérs’ Associa-
tlon, charged with criminal conspiracy to
prevent a man named Mitchell from ob-
taining employment. With the latter find-
ing probably dies away the last echo of
the famous cases arising out of the Van-
couver Engineering Works sirike of two
years ago.

On Saturday the jury returned a verdict
of guilty in the case of Charles Sterling,
charged with the theft of a box of car-
penters’ tools. The case of Mrs, Esther
Jones, charged with the theft of a receipt
for $65 from W. W. Sprague at her house
on Melville street, in September last, was
the next on the docket. The jury retired
at 10 minutes past 5 o'cloeck.  After being
absent an hour and a quartér, the juty re-
turned, and the foreman announced that
they were unable to agrée on a verdict,
The judge asked them whether there would
be any chance of their arriving at an
agreement that evening. The foreman re-
plied that he did not think they would be
able to agree if they sat all night. The
judge then formally dismissed the jury till
Monddy morning. At the request of her
counsel, Mr. Livipgston, bail for Mrs.
Jones was renewed, and was reduced from
two sureties at $200 each to one surety at
$200. It Is not thought likely tRat the case
will be tried again at the present assize.

NEW RAILWAY LINE,

C. P. R. is Reported to Have Already
Begun Work From Midway,

It is reported that the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway has also started construc-
tion from Midway westward. Work is
said to have begun on Wednesday of last
week, the company intending to rush
work with all speed. The intention is to
c¢onneet with the Nicola branch, which
is  being constructed from Spence’s
Bridge eastward.

The V., V. & E. and the Midway &
Vernon are likewise building out of Mid-
way, so that in consequence the town is
an extremely busy one at present.
