Somebody has been paying
Eauir taxes, Somebody provided the $450
pald last year in bounties to Dser Island
fishing vessels, and an equal sum which we
believe was pald to boats, Domiolon tax-
payers farnlsh a lighthouse service which
theee fishermen use, The cost of deepening
the channel -between Daer and Hardwood
Ialands has been pald by some Canadians,
So bhas the cost of the Deer Island
postal service, which exceeds the re.
ceipts from the sale of atamps,
The fishery officers are paid salarles, and a
good deal of money is expended to protect
the coast waters from the incursions of
United States fishermen, Oar correspon.
dent very properly suggests that a money
order office should be establiehed on the
feland, and that sundry other public works
should be constructed. The first mentioned
want will no doubt be supplied and perhaps
the others,

Ualess the people of Deer Island are
patpers, which we understand they are not,
these services imply some corresponding
obligation, Last year the sardine fishing on
the island was of very little account. The
reaton was sald to be that Amerlcan seine

_ fishermen rendered the Amerlcan sardine
factories independent of the welr fisherles,
50 that they could and did dictate the price
of fish. It has been reported thls year that
the West Isle weir men have taken large
quantities of sardine fish,and have sold them
at very good rates, Reports have been put
In clrculation of large profits made from
welrs cut of the season’s work, It may
be toat that these rumors, like the contrary
sccounts of starvation, are overdrawn.
Bat it s obvious that the fishermen of this
neighborhocd owe something to the govern-
men$, If yet theyare in distress, the public
must help them, but not ia such way as to
interfere with the enforcement of the law.

As to Detective Banness, the fact that the
people have been In the hablt of getting
their supplies free of duty shows that some
official attentlon was needed, We belleve
that the practice of settling customs cases
out of court 1s a bad one, and would be glad
of a change, which wonld relteve the detec.
tive of all his duties except those belonging
to a detective, Oatside the customs de.
partment detectives do not alt in judgment
on the cases which they prepare, The
suggestion that a customs official should be
atationed at Eastport seems to be well worth
conslderlng, for It is undoubtedly a hardship
that the inhabitants of the Island .ahould
be obliged to -travel long dlstances
in order to pay a few cents in duties on their
return from market,

One muet peeds feel sympathy for those
fishermen who fiad their former liberty
abridged, and in view of thelr history it s
easy to see that they may not be morally
culpable in thelr methods of trade, They

have as a class a high reputation for honesty,
sobriety, and generosity. If they sheuld
move to Maine, the United States will be
richer by a couple of thousand of géod
oltizens, most of whom were once coast
fishermen, but who will have abandoned
Sheir avocation when they leave the country
which owns the coast fishing grounds, The
desertion of Deer Island would precede the
collapes of the sardine trade of Eastport, for
only Canadians can fish the Deer Island
waters, But Deer Island will not be de-
serted.

continent,” Joe Hows is dead, He was
never a well man after the terrible campaign
which followed his acceptance of office in
Sir Jobn A. Macdonald’s government, This
very Chronicle,which Howe had made power-
ful, then turned on the old man, comparing
him day after day to Judas Iscariot, and to
all the traiters whom the world has agreed
to despiee, The Chronicle charged him with
the basest motives, the meanest aspirations,
and the most depraved and ignoble conduct.

CeNTREVILLE, Carleton Co., Sep. 2 —Cen-
treville is between four and five miles from
the nearest atation, East Florenceville,
on the New Brunswick railway. It is not
convenlent to haul produce, shingles and
starch to the statlon, although since the
erectlon of the bridge at Florenceville this
is done with far less expense, The starch
and shipgles come from Malne, being hauled

through the village by four horses to each
load, ' Naturally the people on both sides of
the line wish for a rallroad. It is much
needed, Several letters have appeared in one
of the local papers on this matter, Some
advocate a shors route to East Florenceville,
others the longer route to Upper Wood-
stock, passed through Lakeville, Avondale,
Waterville and Jacksonville, To decide
upon the route a meeting was called for
Saturday last in Howard B. White’s hall,
The hall was filled with an enthuslastic num.
ber of men from several parlshes, Oa motion
Colin'King, of Lakeville, was called to the
chair and Frank B. Carvill was elected
secretary, Oar Dominion representative,
D. Irvine, our local members, G. Randolph
Ketohum and Marcus C, Atkinson and Hon,
Geo. W, White were invited to seats on the
platform, These gectlemen and others ad-
dreesed the meeting. Mr, Ketchum was in
favor of the long route and Mr. Atkinson in
favor of the latter, Mr, Scholey spoke
strongly In favor of the Upper Woodstock
route, and George Collins, of Bridgewater,
spoke on behalf of the East Florenceville
route, W, T, Drysdale and "George D.
Holyoke were in favor of the former route,
aud John D, Balrd was for the latter.
After much discusslon a vote was taken and
the majority voted in faver of the long route,
Subsoriptions were recelved by elected treas.
Henry 8, Scholey towards having a survey
made of theroute the majority had voted
for, He has been successful in ralsing
enough for the said purpose, Rumor saye a
survey will be made of the short route also.
A rallroad is needed and 1t Is to be hoped
that the difference of opinion about the route
will not prevent us from having one within
three years, The people bope to have the
ald of THE SUN in demanding of both local
and Dominion goveroments assistance in
building this much needed road, which cah
be made a paying one to any company.

At the opening of the cizcat court Wedneaday
morning, John W, Bennetalias John W.Griffithg
was placed on trial on a charge of bigamy, S,.
licitor General Ritchie appeared for the crown
and the prisoner was unde fonded. The cage
occupied but & short time, the evidence was
brief and before noon the prisoner had been
found guilty and sentenced,

Rev. Mr, Hartley deposed that in the sprip
ot 1880 be had married the prisoner to ll}ﬁh%
Jones nt Fredericton, and Rev, Mr, Robertson
testified that in April last he had married
Bennett to Mary Ann Mahoney. Mrs. Jones
was living at the time of the marriage to
Mahoney.

The prisoner cffared no evidence, but made a
statement, saying that when be mariisd Miss
Jones he was then a married man, with a wife
living; that he was prosecuted by Mirs J. oneg
and served a term of three years for bigamg,
and when he came out he thought that, havin,
undergone a penalty for his cffence, he was
clear of her and could marry the Mahoney girl,
His Homor said that instead of this being an
excuse, it was rather an aggravation,

The jury returned a verdict of guilty, In
sentenciog him, his honor sald that what had

put forward by the prisoner as an excuse
waa really an aggravation, as he must have had
a knowladge of the crime he was commi'ting
when be married 8 woman and hag another
wife living. Had he (Judge King) beea con.
vinced that the prisoner in marrying Miss
Mahoney had deceived her he wonld sentence
him for seven years, but as he was not 20 Con-
vinced, he would settance him to bs imprisoned
in the Dorchester penitentiary for five years
with hard labor,

The comt then adjourned sine die,

at Montreal, beginning on Wednesday next,

The synod counsists of two housez, upper ang
lower, The upper house is compozed of the
Metropolitan of Canada, the bishops of Nsva

Scotia, Qaebec, Torento, Montres], Huron,
Ontario and Niagara, the missionary bishop
of Algoma, and the bishop-coadjator of Fred.
ericton—ten in all. The lower ~house is com.
posed of twelve clerical and twelve lay dele.
gates from each of the dioceses in the province,
makicg o total representation of one Landred

sod ninetyt®o; Algema, a8 & miselonary dis.
trict only, is not as yet represented in the
lower house; but notice has been given of s
motion to be made at the ensuiog session
which, if carried, will give Algoma six clerical
and six lay delegates,

clergy and lay delegates have received
notice from the Secretary to be in attendance
at10a. m.,on the 8:h at Symod Hall, from
whence they will walk in procession to the
Cathedral; when the Litany will be ‘‘sung or
s2id,” a sermon preached, probably by the
Bisixep of Algoms, and the Holy Communian
ce'ebraied, The Synod meets for business at
2 30 p. m, the same day, when the first duty of
the Lower House wiil be to erect a Prolocutor,
Several of the clerical dépaties are spoken of
for this important position. The prolocutor
of the last House was the Rev, C, Hamilton,
now Bishop of Niagara,

The session usually lasts from eight o ten
days, and for the approaching one there is a
large accumnulation of business in store, In the
firgt place there are eight com wittees, appoint.
ed at last sessiom, to report; and following
these are twenty-six distant motions, ete.,
standing over for consideration and discussion.
Seven or eight notices of mew motions have
aleo been given, others will doubtless follow,
besides which memorials apd petitions and
measages from the upper houge are always in
orders,— Churck Chronicle.
