On the witness stand today Rizzo was 

telling the story of how he had been 
persecuted, his life threatened and his 
money taken by the society when the 
startling announcement of the wide in­
fluence of the society was made. He 
said that when he was planning to flee 
from his home at Browntown, in an 
effort to save his money and escape the 
vengeance of the society, a member 
told him that it would be useless. He 
said, declared Rizzo, that wherever he 
went the society would be able to find 
him.

Balked in this manner, Rizzo testified 
as to how he and his brothers, Salva­
tore and Charles, had Anally deter­
mined to defy the society, refuse to any 
longer pay tribute and to defend them­
selves as best they could.

Before this time he had been taken 
to several meetings of members of the 
society, an,d he pointed out among the 
defendants the men who had been pre­
sent at these meetings. They had 
been required to take an oath of sec­
recy, which consisted, as he dramatic 
cally illustrated, of crossing the wrists 
in front of the face, closing the hands 
with palms downward and repeating 
the oath. From time to time he and 
his brothers had paid tribute, but when 
they rebelled they received threatening 
letters. Four of these were given to 
the police. Two they kept. The letters 
ordered them to place large sums of 
money in designated spots or suffer 
death if they refused.

Rizzo said he took $500 to one of 
these places, but also carried his rifle 
and waited in vain for soYne one to 
appear. No one came, but the next day 
he received notification to leave the 
money there and not to carry his rifle. 
He kept the money and prepared to de­
fend himself.

Then the attacks began. The house 
was first dynamited. Later it was 
bombarded, some fifty shots being fired 
through it. Photographs showing the 
bullet holes were submited to the jury 
and made a good impression for tne 
prosecution.

The prosecution also managed to have 
submitted the threatening letter sent 
to the Rizzo brothers and to show how 
they had been hounded by members of 
its society in the effort to make them 
pay tribute.

District Attorney Salsburg says he 
has thirty more witnesses to put on the 
stand in the present cases and has 
other charges against the accused 
which he may present at the next meet­
ing of the grand jury.

PITTSBURG, April 25—One of the 
most remarkable and spectacular fires 
seen in this vicinity started last night 
in the Wildam Sellar Packing Co.’s 
plants. Spring Garden Ave., Allepheny, 
opposite this city. Early today when the 
fire" was thought to be under control, 
a large fire-proof warehouse, in which 
was stored 600,000 pounds of lard, sud­
denly burst into flames. All efforts to 
extinguish the fire in this department 
were futile, and the firemen finally fas­
tened the Iron doors of the building, 
shutting in the burning lard. The in­
terior of the building soon became a 
se .-thing furnace. Spurting from crev­
ices, doors and windows, streams of hot 
grease ran into a sort of trench pre­
pared in an endeavor to prevent the 
hot fluid from spreading over sur­
rounding , territory. Danger was en­
countered at every turn by the firemen, 
who stood by in case the walls should 
collapse and allow the blazing lard to 
reach the adjacent property. Shortly 
after the fire was discovered last night, 
when thousands of spectators were 
gathered, a dozen large ammonia tanks 
exploded with terrific force. There was 
a panic among the spectators but no 
one was injured. That no loss of life at­
tended the fire is considered marvel­
lous. At eight o’clock this morning the 
fire had apparently been got under con­
trol. It was said the fire loss would 
probably reach $300,000, partly eovered 
by insurance.
