Mr. President ang Members of the
New Brungwick Medical Soslety s
It again becomes my duty to present

for your cdnsideration the annual re-

port of the Council of Physicians anda

Surgeons of New Brunswick, During

the year just passed, medical matters

have, on the whole, moved along very,
smothly, although complaints are be-
ing made by different practitioners, -of
medical men in their neighborhood
practising {llegally, their names not
being on the medical register, Stil
it is pleasing to note that year by year
the number of unregistered praetf-
tioners is being reduced. and before
many years, we have good reason to
Suppose, that the register will contain
the names of alj the medical practi-
tioners of the province. The improve-
ment in this respect is largely diue to
the exertions of the council, but some
credit should be given to the laity,
who are coming to appreciate the faot
that the f{llegal practitioner is of an
inferior calibre, otherwise he would
not place himself in the ignoble posi-
tion of being an qunger of the law.

At the last mee ing of the Saclety a
resolution was passed to the effect that
the counecil pe requested to take the
necessary steps to ask the provinecial
government to introduce legislation
for the passing of an act of limitation
of legal lability of physicians and sur-
geons to action for damages of mal-
practice to one year after such haq
been committed. I have pleasure in in-
forming you that the council followed
out the wishes of the society. A bill
was drawn up entitled an act to amend
The New Brunswick Medical Act, 1881,
A circular letter was mailed to all the
registered medical practitioners of the
province requesting them to endeavor
to convince the members of the legfy-
lature of their county of the advisabil~
ity of the bill becoming law. The
council was represented when the bill
ceame up for discussion before the said
committee of the house of assembly,
and they, assisted by the influence
rendered by the practitioners through-
out the province, had little trouble in
convincing the commijttee of the just-
ness of the measure. The Hon., Will-
iam Pugsley, attorney general, kindly
consented to introduce the bill, and to
his influence we are greatly indebted
for the passage of the bil In securing
this act the profession have gained a
valuable right. Previous to its lpass-
age the limit of liability of action for
damages of mal-practice was six years.
It was felt that one year was amply
sufficient. for the result of any such

i negligence 'to‘appear and after a period

the facts concerning the ‘claim and the
circumstances out of which it arose
grew dim in the memory of the physi-
cians and surgeong, especially when he
had no reason to foresee the bringing
of the action, and on this account he
‘would not be able to adequately make
his defence and receive the due admin-
isiration of justice on trial,

The following is a copy of the act as
presented to and passed by the legisla-
ture: ;

To amend the New Brunswick Medi-
cal Act, 1881: Whereas, The New
Brunswick Medical Society have by
their petition represented that it s
equitable and right that any  person
claiming to have suffered - injury by
reason of negligénce or mal-practice of
& physician or surgeon, that if an gc-
tion with.reference thepeto be brought
the same should be commenced within
one year from the ariging of the cause
of action, and have prayed that any
such action should, when brought, be:
brought within one year.

And whereas, It is expedient to grant
the prayer of the said petition, there-
fore be it enacted by the lieutenant
governor and legislative assembly as
follows:

1. No duly registered member of the
N., B. Medfeal Act, 1831, and amending
acts, shall be liable to any action for
regligence for mal-practice by reason
of professional services requested or
rendered unless such action be com-
menced within one year from the date,
when ih the mattep complained of,
such professional services are termin-
ated.

In my last report mentlon was
made of the passing of the ‘Canada
Medical Act,’ Ruddick’s bill, by the
dominion parliament during the seos-
sion of 1302. On the ratification of thls
bill it was felt that Dr. Ruddick had,
afler overcoming. mlany obstacles, at
last cleared the way, and in a short
time the act would become law.

The report of the committees to re-
vise and amend the. code of ethics and
scale of fees, was. then read by the
chairmat of the committés, Dr.” Wet-
more.

The report stated “Dr. Sprague’s
Manual on Medical Ethics and Cog-
nate Subjects” for the use of the
committee was found to be of very
little worth and the secretary had
been authorized to obtain a copy of a
work by Robert Saunobly, M. D., Ed-
inburgh. ,

The committee recommended to the
Medical  Soclety, for adoption into
their code of ethics, the following:

(A) Fraternal Socleties — Medical
practitioners must not accept office!
under fraternal societies or medical
aid societles without having satisfied
themselyes that the rules and methods!
of administration do not conflict with:
professional opinion, respecting ra‘dvgr-;
tising, canvassing and'tdoting £or pa. -
ents,

(B)  QGratuitous Attendance — The
clergy, as a class, have no right to
medical attendance without payment,
and the custom is falling into disuse.’
Medical practitioners may take part in
charitable work by attending patients
in institutions without payment, as
the objects of such institutions are
genegrally, by common consent, admit-
ted to be good, and thé work laudable.’

(C) Under-charging —While it s
impracticable to fix the rate of pay-
ment for medical services, as this must
vary according to the circumstances,
yet medical men should, in each dis~
triet, agree to a common minimum.and.
must not seek to gain advantage over
one another by under-charging.

The committee has made some ad-
ditions. to and changes in the scale of
fees, subject to change by the society.
The report was taken up section by
section, and after some changes had
been made, was finally adopted.

The treasurer's report was then read
by Dr, Melvin, and adopted.

The followihg officers were elected
for the ensuing year: President, Dr.
J. D. Lawson, St. Stephen; 1st vice
pres.,, Dr, Myers; 2nd vice pres., Dr.
McAlpine; secretary, Dr, Scammell ;
corresponding secretary, Dr. Parks;

To the Editor of the Sun:

Dear Sir,—In view of the great de-
mand for all kinds—of poultry meat
during the last few years, does it not
seem strafige that people are so' re-
luctant to inéredse their production of
this very  cheaply and ~easily ‘reared
commodity?

It- must be that we do not appreci-
ate the real state’of“the trade. I am
informed by Montreal dealers that last
year Canada did not 'produce ‘enough

though prices ran up to 14c., per lb.
for chickens. :

There are also many enquiries for
chickens for ‘the British markets.
Within the last three weeks three
large English firms have written the
department of agriculture at Ottawa,
stating that they wish to establish de-
pots for buying poultry in various
part#’ of Canada and asking for in-
formation and advice.

Montreal dealers have stated to Mr.
Hare, the poultry expert of the de-
partment, that they are prepared to
handle ten times as much poultry as
they could ‘get last year and some of
them wish to establish agencies in the
maritime provinces.

In the face of all this enquiry and
t people’ ‘should:  prepare
this fall and winter to greatly in-
crease their 1904 crop of chickens.

It is a business that does not require
much capital nor a great deal of lab-
or and there is not a farm in the coun-
.try where the chicken crop could not
be increased four fold without dimin-
ishing, the food supply for any of the
other stock.

It is to be hoped that the Maritime
Poultry .Association and the Farmers’
Institute workers this winter will ae-
tively take up this question and that
the Sun and other wide-awake papers
