BRITISH NAVAL SUPREMACY,

The langunge of Sir Willlam White, the designer
of the Dreadnought and of other battleships and cruisers,
expresses the policy of Qreat Britain in respect to her
navy. Great Britain must be supreme on the seas,

That has been the creed of the nation for a long time.

8o far as can be s it must continue to be the teach-
ing.

There Is uvothing truculent or domineéring in this
declaration Great Britaln does not make it binding
on other nations, She does not infringe on the right
of any other people to use the ocean, The smallest and
feeblest stute in the world has exactly the same right

of way as Great Britaln. One would suppose from the
Janguage of the “Presbyterfan’” of Toronto, that Britain's
policy of supremacy meant gome claim to exercise poli-
tical dominion or special prerogative on the high seas.
The “Presbyterian” seems to find in Such statements as
that made by Admiral Beresford, some challenge to
the world, somce claim to suthority and domination, some
suggestion that other nations must accept precedence from
Britain when their vessels meet on the water. On this
misunderstanding of language the “Presbyterian” suggests
that Great Britain meet other powers and come to an
understanding.

There is no more reason why Britain should seek
an understanding with other nations than that they
should agree with each other., The German Chancellor
has declared that the naval programme of his country
18 not affected by that of Britain, and that Germany
would go on and finish the scheme of enlargement even
though Oritaia did not launch another ship of war, But
if there should be a consultation among nations as to
the lmitation of their war equipment, it must leave the
British naval supremacy substantially where it is now.
If Great Britaln owns the large part of the world's
shipping, and has a commefce exceeding that of several
other natious, it would be agreed that the navy to pro-
tect these ships and commerce should be larger than
that of other nations. If again it I8 recognized that
Great Britain ought to protect herself as well as Ger-
many or France, and if Germany and France have each
standing arnies two or three times larger than that of
Great Britain, it would be decided that Britain should
have a proportionstely stronger navy. Further, since
Great Britaln is an fsland kingdotn, and has overses
dominions greater In importance than those of all the
rest of Rurope, the navy she requires should not be
measured by that of a countty Mke Austria, which has
