olics alike, as I saw it, in the field of
missionary endeavor, it would cause
me a real pang to have anything said
or done that would hurt or give pain
to my friends whatever their religious
belief. But, any merely personal con-
sideration are of no considerations in
this matter. The important consider-
ation is the avoidance of harsh and
bitter comment such as may excite
mistrust and anger between and
among good men.
Toleration and Good Will,

“The more an American sees ol
other countries the more profound
must be his feelins of gratitude that
in his own land there is not merely
complete toleration, but the heartiest
good-will and sympathy between sin-
cere and honest men of different
faiths—good-will and sympathy so
complete that in the innumerable
daily relations of our American life
Catholies and Protestants meet to-
gether and work together without
thought of the difference of creed be-
ing even present in their minds.

“This is a condition so vital to our
national well-being that nothing
should be permitted to jeopardize it.
Bitter comment and criticism, acrim-
onious attack and defense are not
only profitless, but harmful and to
senze upon such an incident as this
as an occasion for controversy would
be wholly indefensible and should be
frowned upon by Catholics and Protes-
tants alike, and all good Americans.”

Although measures had been taken
by the police to prevent a large gath-
ering inside the rallroad station at
the time of the arrival of the Roose-
velt party, many Americans and prom-
inent Italians managed to find a way
to circumvent these precautions and
the depot was well filled when the ex-
president made his appearance at the
door of the car.

Colonel Roosevelt was greeted by
Mayor Nathan and Signor Bollati, di-
rector-general of the Italian foréign
office; Ambassador Leishman and the
other members of the American Em-
bassy.

A detachment of carbineers and a
large force of police made a pathway
from the train to the royal waiting
room, the king having ordered that
the ex-president should be given the
same honors as the members of the
royal families when they visit the
Italian capital. Col. Roosevelt immed-
jately responded to the warm greet-
ings with which he was received on
all sides and he shook hands with
many of those about him. The streets
to the hotel were lined with specta-
tors, and Colopel Roosevelt and his
family were cheered from time to
time as they proceeded in carriages.

Naples Left.

Naples, April 3.~Col. and Mrs.
Roosevelt attended services at Christ
church this morning leaving for Rome
at 2,30 in the afternoon. An immense
crowd assembled at the station to see
them off. The private car which had
been placed at their disposal by the
Italian government was filled with

flowers.
Outlook From Statement.

New York, N. Y., April 3.—“The

MURDERER
STILL AT LARGE

All Efforts To Locate Mysteri-
ous Author Of Fiendish Act
In Springfield Fail — Public
In Uproar.

Springfield, Masg, April, 2 —With
rewards aggregdliag 43,000 bffered for
the murderer’s capture the trail of the
mysterious burglar who killed Miss
Martha B. Blackstone in the home of
Miss Harriet P. Dow, whom he also
wounded, Thursday evening, tonight
still ends at a trolley car post on
Bliss Read, Long Meadow, two miles
from the scene of the murder, on
Round Hill. Two famous man hunt-
ing bloodhounds from Poughkeepsie
today tracked the murderer's course
rom the window by which he entered
the Dow homestead, down Main
street nearly through the heart of the
city to the trolley post where the
slayver evidently had boarded an elec-
tric car. Attempts to pick up the
trail again at Thompsonville, Conn.,
and at Warehouse Point, two places at
which it was thought the fugitive
might have alighted were made with-
out success by the dogs. The police
profess entire confidence in the sen-
cational work of the bloodhounds who
showed no hesitancy in following the
trail in Springfield,

Two hundred and fifty citizens who
met in the board of trade rooms today,
subscribed $2000 reward for the cap-
ture of the murderer. To this sum
the board of aldermen added $500 and
Governor E. 8. Draper an equal am-
ount. The citizens also opened a sub-
scription list which is expected to
reach $2000 or more to aid in the pur-
suit of the criminal. The victim of
the unknown robber was privately
buried at 3.30 o'clock today, A public
memorial service will be held in a
local church:this evening.

Deported From United States
Arrested a Third Time In
New York.

New York, April 3.—Try as he will,
Uncle Sam doesn’t seem {o be able to
convince Mr. John H. Pegg, of Eng-
land, that his room is better than his
company, On two separate ocvasions
he has walked right into this country,
been turned around and walked right
out again, but, notwithstanding the
lack of cordiality on the part of the
immigration officials, Pegg insists on
belng among those present on this
side of the water: Most persons will
argue that pegs are a handy thing
to have around the house, but the gov-
ernment officlals malntain that this
particular Pegg would make an un-
desirable member.

Strange as It may seem, Pegg Is
not a shoemaker. He has had an in
teresting history, the early part ot
which was spent as a soldier in the
English army. Tiring of the. military,
he retired from the service without
walting to obtain his discharge. He
made his way to this city and got a
job as a nurse in a hospital. One day
he saw the pocket of a stranger yawn
ing near him, and after he picked it
he was sent to prison for two years
and eight months.

Shortly after his release he was
sent to prison again as a shoplifter,
He served one year and a half on that
charge, and when his term expired
he' returngd to England. e came
back to América, but as he had no
papers he was told to réverse., He
made a second effort, but the immigra-
tion officials had their finger crossed,
and he was not allowed to land. This
was last October, and when he depart-
ed on board the Baltic the inspectors
advised him to make his peace with
King Edward and settle down.

But Pegg showed he was different
from other pegs through his inability
to stay in the one place. He shipped
on board a cattie boat to the Argen-
tine Republic and a few weeks ago
entered this country by way of New
Orleans.
