there was no demand for It, and In 
fact fbr the past 12 years very little 
has been heard of the policy. In 1897 
the Liberals endeavored to obtain re­
ciprocity but when their overtures 
were refused bv the United States. 
Sir Wilfrid stated that no further ef­
forts would be made in that direction. 
Since that time he has reiterated that 
statement several times Yet without 
any call for such an action and In the 
face of all his statements, a delega­
tion Is despatched to Washington.

The Liberal party professes a great 
regard for the Interest of the com 
mon people, yet they tried to fasten 
on the people the policy of reoiproci 
ty without giving a chance to reject 
or adopt.

He then spoke of the detrimental 
effect the pact will have on trans 
portatlon of the country. Aecordlnf 
to Laurier with reciprocity trade wll 
flow south like water through a mill 
race All the work of railway build 
lng and development that has been 
carried through will be destroyed.

In concluding, Mr. Mullln referred 
to the efforts on the part of Ameri­
cans to have reciprocity carried. He 
then Introduced Dr. Daniel who ar-. 
rived at the moment from SIIvct •
