"This letter was written in the ear­

ly part of June, 1912, and the counc* 
was Impliedly Invited to hand over

"Furthermore the activity displayed 
by a certain class of politicians in 
looking after the Norton Griffiths 
interests, even to the extent of advis­
ing them regarding their frienc&hlp 
for certain pafrties who were not 
breakers of bread in the same party, 
and the influential persons who were 
so deeply concerned, for the public

Ottawa May 24—(Canadian Press 
Despatch)—The Senate yesterday put' 
the amended Highways Aid.

Long Beach, Cal., May 24.—Too 
weak to uphold the burden of nearly 
ten thousand human beings assembled 
for the festivities of “British Empire 
Day,” the land end of the big double­
deck municipal pier in front of the 
city auditorium cçltopsed today.

Hundreds of people on the top deck 
were plunged down on the heads of 
other hundreds crowded on the sec­
ond deck. The lower deck then gave 
way and^all were dropped down a 
chute of shattered woodwork to the 
tide-washed sands twenty-five feet be­
low. Thirty-three persons, mostly wo­
men, were killed by the shivered tim­
bers. or crushed to death by the fall­
ing bodies of companions and friends.

The accident occurred a few min­

utes before twelve o'clock. The Em­
pire Day parade, the principal feature 
of the celebration in honor of the 
late Queen Victoria's birthday, had 
just ended and the party with thous­
ands of other visitors were crowding 
up the steps of the pier and surging 
toward the auditorium when the pier 
floor sagged. An instant later the 
supports gave way, and the crack and 
groan of breaking timbers mingled 
with the shrieks and cries of the vic­
tims, as all went down int*> a mass 
of broken wood and writhing human 
forms on the sand.

Virtually the entire land end of the 
pier was wrecked and a portion of the 
auditorium front fell. The cause of 
the accident was the over-burdening 
of the pier.

Scottish bag pipers had just enter­
ed, the portal of the auditorium and 
weA still marking time when the tim­
bers were sundered.

In addition to the thousands gather, 
ed on the pier and its approaches, the 
Strand was thronged by a crowd of 
probably twenty five thousand 
sons. There was bùt little warning. 
A resounding crack alarmed them 
and panic spread from one end to the 
other of the beach while women be­
gan to shriek. Then occurred a des­
perate rush for the stairways as the 
floor wing gave way and the victims 
slid into the gaping hole as into a 
huge funnel. *

The tide was out when the crash oc­
curred else the collapse would have 
thrown hundreds of persons into the 
sea and many drownings would have 

added to the list of fatalities, 
a comparatively small num­

ber of men were caught in the trap, 
ns most of the male celebrators were 
taking part, in the parade. Many who 
were not standing on 
which collapsed were drawn or pushed 
Into the vortex and those who escap­
ed crowded panic-stricken toward the 
outer rail of the pier, starting a wild 
scramble for safety.
