As commander of an
Adnfantry detachment in that campaiga
be was commended “for gallant and
Bazardous service, courage and on-
ergy” and later was awarded the Con-
gressional Medal of Honor.

When the Indians were pacified ho
dropped his fighting weapons tempor-
arily and again returned to the prac-
tice of medicine and surgery at Army
beadquarters in Arisona.

When the \Spanigh-American war
was declared in 1898 he re-emtered
combat ranks organized and com-
manded the first United States volun-

ransferred to the Second Brigade,
MCavalry division in the Cuban Cam-
paign in which capacity he entered the
fight at Las Guasimas and San Juan,
Santiago.

When the Spanish forces surrender-
ed the general was appointed military
governor of Santiago, govermor of the
department of Santiago and civil gov-
ernor of that provision and military
governor of the island of Cuba. He
turned the government of the island
ever to Thomas E. Palma, first presi-
dent of the Republic of Cuba, in 1802,
end returned to the United States.

Later he was ordered to proceed to
the Philippines as commander of the
department of Mindanao. He also
served ae civil governor of the Moro
province and in other administrative
work until 1908. Iater he was a
member of the special commission
sent by the President to investigate
conditions in the Philippines.

His record in the World War began
with his assignment to select sites for
the great majority of the training
camps for national guard and national
army troops in the southeastern de-
partment which he then commanded.
Later he was assigned to Camp Funs-
ton, Kas., to organize the 89th division.
With other divisional officers he went
on a preparatory trip to France where
the American army was in the making
and was injured there by the burst-
ing of a French gun.

On his return to the United States
Genaral Wood completed the training
of the 89th for battle but got mno
chance to serve with it abroad as he
was relieved on the eve of embarka-
tion, precipitating a controversy that
raged in the preas for months, even
during General Wood’s campaign for
the Republican nomination for the
presidency.

Inspectors on Mr. Yellow-
ley’s staff were not satisfled with the
New Milford Chemical Company's
right to receive this liquor, and the
ust is to be revoked.

John Cronan, acting chief enforce-
ment egent in the absence of Ernest
Langley, announced yesterday that en-
forceament headquarters is sending
daily to the Custom Houge reports on
from fifteen to twenty saloon keepers
who have violated the Volstead Act,
and are therefore liable to taxes collect-
able by the Department of Internal
Revenue. For a single infraction of
the liquor laws, these taxes, which
have recently doubled, amount to
$3,000. There was a $500 penalty, now
$1,000, provided for in the Volstead
act itself, and a special tax under the
internal revenue act of 1918 for viola-
tions in ‘dry territory,” by which
$2,000 is collectad for each violation.

Girl Killed In Leap
From Car To Plane

Madeleine Davis, in First At-
tempt at Stunt, Lases Grip
on Rope Ladder.

New York, Oot. 7—Miss Madeleine
Davis of Fort Plerce, Fla., 23 years
old, and for the last three years an
exhibition aviatrix, was mortally hurt
late yesterday aftermoom near lomng
Branch, N. J, when she tried to climb
a afpe ladder into en airplane from
an automobile rumning thirty miles
an hour. She clutched the ladder as
she stood in the back seat of the car,
but tver grip broke and she was hurl
ed to the roadway, where her skull
was fractured. She died last night
at 8 o'clock in a Long Bramch hos-
pital.

The antomobile wag driven by Miss
Ruth Law, who reported the accident
to the Long Branch Police Depart-
ment and will appear in Police Court
this morning. Miss Law said that she
met Miss Davis by appointment at
Asbury Park earlier in the day amd
mwotored with her to Long Branch,
where they met Vernon Treat, form-
erly a Iieutenant in the Air Service,
who has been flying ome of Miss
Law's machines for sometime.

Miss Davis had never performed the
stunt of climbing the ladder into the
airplane from a moving automobile,
although she had done other feats
that are comsidered as dangerous.
She and Miss Law drove their auto-
mobile out into Ocean avenue near the
Iron Pier until they reached a lone-
ly stretch of the road, where Miss
Davis's atberopt at the stunt would
mot be interfered with by crowds or
by other automobiles.

Treat drove directly over the road
with his airplane, to which a twelve
foot rope ladder was attached, and
when at about thinty miles an hour
he dived straight for the ocar, baut
straightened out and sailed above the
machine so that the rope ladder
swished through the air about three
feet above the top of the back seat
of the automobil, on which Miss
Davis was stamding. The girl ciutched
¢he ladder and was dregged from the
automobile.

She dangled in the air for a mom-
ent, tryilng ¢to climb the ladder. but
when she let go with ome hand to
reach an other rung her strength
was not sufficient and she drapped.
She was unconscious when phoked ap
and Miss Law took her at once to a
hospital.

President Harding wants to open
negotiations with the Allies for tha re-
funding of their §11,000,000,000 debt to
the United States as soon as Congress
grants authority to him to do so, but
the American delegates will be *n-
structed to use their influence against
bringing this or similar extraneous
questions before the arms pariey,

The Harding Administration is pre-
paved to deal with the question of for-
elgn loans in a liberal and just man-
ner but it does not purpose to sacrifice
any of the interests of the United
States. The President and Secretary
Hughes belleve that addition of this
question at the arms conference wouid
not be beneficial. They intend to hold
the conference so far as they cau to
the subjects which it has been called
to consider—Itmitation of armaments
and Far Eastern problems.

Concentration Wanted.

Much significance was attached to
an official statement.at the White
House today that the United States as
the spomsor for the arms parley will
not hesitate to make known its opin-
fon on all proper occasions as to ts
scope. The President does not want
the conference to become involved
in a mave of subjects. He wamts ‘t
to concentrate on the business in
hand.

The Administration realizes, how-
ever, that if the British delegates in-
8ist upon bringing the allied debt into
the discussion despite objections of
the United States that subject cannot
very well be kept out, provided the
other nations agree with Great Bri-
tain. The influence of the United
States will be exerted as far as polite-
ness and expediency will permit.

The President is anxious that the
bill now pending in the Senate design-
ed to give wide refunding powers to
Secretary of the Treasury Mellon, un-
der direction of the President, be en-
acted as soon as possible, but it was
made kmown officially today that the
President’s recommendationsgto Con-
gress in that regard hawve nothing
whatever to do with the arms parley.
The President is not concerned about
whether he gets this authority before
or after the arms*conference coa-
venes.

While the Administration is opposed
to including the foreign loan question
in the agenda of the arms conference
it is not pretended in official circles
hefe that the allied debt will not have
an important bearing on the problem
of disarmament. For instance, if

Great Britain should not asquiesce in

the suggestions which the United
States will make for limitation of
naval building this Government might
conceivably be less willing to postpone
collection of the big debt owed by
Great Britain.
