Followers Have Increased 100 Per-
cent, He Says, But He Did Not
Divulge Their Logation,

Again No Candidates Are Chosen, and Again
the Eloquence of the Opposition Leader
is Poured Out for the Delight of Some

125 or 150 People.

St. Stephen, N7 B., Nov. 14.—(Special)
—The political issues from an, opposition
standpoint was discussed this evening at
Milltown, before an audience of 125 to
150. : i

On the platform were G. W. Ganong,
the mayors of Milltown and St. Stephen,
G. J. Clarke, J. W. Richardson, Doctor
McDonald and the chairman, Dr, J. M.
Deacon, who first introdueced Mr. Mott,
who takes the place of Mr. Meclnerney
on the tour of Charlotte. - -

Mr. Mott gave his views on the lumber
land question. No enthusiasm was evoked
by the speech.

The chairman then introduced as the

next premier, J. D. Hazen; who receivgd
4

an appreciative weleome.

Mr. Hazen said he regretted the absence
of Mr. McInerney on account of illness
and predicted the absent speaker would
be a member of the next house of assem-
bly as well as of the next government.
Mr. Mott then came in for praise for
giving up his support of the government.

The speaker then took up the lumber
question. He found a very strong feel-
ing againet the government in the north-
ern counties*and they would send a large
number of members who would help to
turn out the government. He spoke of the
Moncton convention and the Conservative
policy of the province concluding to run
the elections of that day on federal lines,
but on the assemblage of the house only
five members appeared in opposition to
the Emmerson government, the leader of
whom had.proclaimed that his government
was coalition and that he, as leader of the
oppositon, accepted the verdict of the
people of the province. He then appeal-
ed to the voters to return opposition mem-
bers not on federal lines but on the record
of the present administration of the prov-
ince.

He spoke of the political - career of
Me:srs. Tweedie and Pugsley.

Although unusual for the opposition of
any government to increase its members
between elections yet his followers had in-
creased nearly 100 per cent. He pointed
out the decrease in the majority of Kings
and Albert counties, showjng a great
¢hange in the feeling of the voters. He
then gave his history of the steel bridges.

He admitted that the opposition did not
prove the charges made. He claimed that
by the government asking for tenders for
building bridges since, they admitted the
right principle of the opposifion‘

The Rothesay list was then aired.

Mr. Hazen then epoke of Dogtor Pugs-
ley’s rece’pts for public services. He re-
ferred to the agricultural policy of the
government, touched on the high prices
paid for horses and then announced the
platform of the opposition should they
be entrusted with the reins of govern-
ment. The meeting closed with God Save
