The Opening of the Riviere Du Loup
Railway fsom
Woodsteck.

The proprietors of the Riviere du Loup
Railway and a few invited guests, the
party numbering about forty, made the
first through trip fromr St. Mary’s to
Northsmpton yesterday, tRus keeping
the promise- made several months ago
that the road would be open Jannary
1st, 1874. Wlhen that promise was made
few fmagined tliat it would be fulfilled,
and the work hias been so quietly carried
on that few knew of the progress made.
There has been no noise or boasting
ibut the work has been prosecuted h
ready cash and untiring  energy. *The
party spent a half hour inspecting the
extensive and well furnished offices. and
machine shops of the Company at St.
Mary’s, where car building and repair-
ing of all kinds arc in progress, the most
improved machines being in operation,
and then took passage in an elegant
Monitor passenger car, buiit by Mr. J.
Hunter, St. John, for Woodstoek: The
seats are very little narrower than thesc
in the broad gauge ears, but the aisle is
very narrow, being just wide enough
for one. The trip to the Woodstock
junction,52 miles,was made in three hours,
the car moving as smoothly and steadily
as any car of any gauge on any Hne i jhis
frost-shaken country. - ‘There wus noth.
ing in the motion of the cax to indicate
the-differen ce of gauge to the most ex-
perienced railway traveller ot the party.
The premdice against the narrow gauge
would be strong indeed that a trip oves
this road woyhl net dissipate. The down
train that was met on the road consisted
of several car loads of timber and wood
and :a well filled passenger car.’
On the sides of the road are many piles
of slecpers, wood and timber waiting
their turn for transportation, the rolling
stock on Jiand not bying sufficient for the
trafiie offering. The road bed is wide,
tl:¢ bridges and culverts look substantial,
and the station houses, tanks, etc., are
models of neatness. The road is, in short,
thoronghly built and equipped, and has
all the appliances for beihg successfully
run. The suow-ploughs, of which the
Company have two, arc only four inches
narrower than those on the broad gauge
roads. There appeax to be few places on
the xoad from St. Mary's to Woodstock
Junction where the snow will give much
trouble, as the cuttings are very few and
extremely shallow and most of the lin¢is
protected by woods. The branch line to
a point opposite Woodstock, nine ymiles
long, has heavy grades, deep rock and
earth cuttings, and high byidges. Its
cost has been fully twice the cost of any
other nine miles of the road, and its
route is considered the most feasible ap-
proach to the town that it is possible to
obtain. The branch is not ballasted, and
the train went very slowly, more es-
peciglly s this was. the first train that
The time occupied
on the branch was an hour and a half,
including a fifteen minute delay, caused
by one of the traeks of the baggage car-
getting off the track, Northampton Sta-
tion being reached at % o’cleck, There
was a brass band and a great ayray of
teams and people to welcome the party,
half of Woodstock appearing to have
tarned out for the purpose. - After
several rounds of cheers: the party
took coaches and followed the
band to Blanchard’s hotel, The Ex-
chang:, where they partook of a very
good dinner in company with several
prominent Woodstock gentlemen. After
dinner a valuable gold watch was pre-
sented to Mr. Nichols, engineer of the
Riviere du Loup, railway, by Mr. Gibson
on behalf of himself and his associates.
Col. Baird and Mr. Lindsay made brief
specches. At 8 the train startedon its
way back. About half way between
Woodstock and the Junction the road
crosses a deep ravine on crib work. At
this point the train stopped for the pur-
pose of allowing the party to ecxamine the
structure, the Reaviest piece of fwork on
the weole line. The ravine is 90 feet deep
and 800 feet wide, and the road bed rests
on crib work, built of cedar logs. Al
the adventurous members of the part
slided and rolled half way down the steep
banks of the gulch for the purpose of
getting a good view of the work. It con-
tains 800,000 feet of timber, cost about
$5,000, and is expected to last fifty years
at least. It has settled just a half inch
since the track was laid on it.
It was half-past four when the train
left the Junction,
was a detention of 20 minutes, waiting
for the up train. Several new houses and
& store have been erected dt this point,
and other buildings will be put up next
summer. A very few years ago John
Pickard, M: P., logged on the site of the
rising village, when nat even his hopeful
and progressive spirit conceived the pos-
sibility of a railway being built there
within so sherta period. Several ladies,
the wives and daughters of farmers in
the vicinity, were at the station, and
some of them entered the car and
were entertained by J. A. Beckwith, M.
P. P., and Mr. Pickard: Some of them
had never seen a passenger car before,
this being their first visit to any railway.
St. Mary's was reached at 8. The party
were very little fatigued by their 124
miles of railroading. The Company huve
