
B read as follows : " Nothing in this Act shall prevent any IB duly qualified member of the medical profession or surgeonB from engaging in or carrying on the business of anB apothecary, chemist or druggist without examination underB the provisions of this Act.

The next regular meeting of the Council was held in B Victoria, on March 10th, 1892.

B The Secretary stated that he had been cited by theB Supreme Court to appear at New Westminster, to showB cause why a certificate as Licentiate, of Pharmacy should not.B be issued to Mr. Wm. Henderson of Montreal, of the firmB of T. A. Muir & Co., of New Westminster, and that he hadB ■ attended at the time mentioned as required, but the JudgeB not putting in an appearance, he swore out an affidavit,B setting forth the facts of the cause of refusal of this Asso-B ciation to grant such certificate and that the case had sinceB been tried and decided in favor of the Association with costs,B but that the plaintiff had appealed the case to the full court,B and it would come up shortly. '

B The last meeting of the Council was held in Vancouver,B on the afternoon of J une 9th.

B The Secretary stated that the appeal in the case of Wm.B Henderson vs. the B. C. Pharmaceutical Association, hadR been tried in Victoria and was dismissed with costs, and theD action of the Council sustained. /

B The Secretary also reported that Dr. Milne, M.P.P., hadR brought up the amendment to the Act, as requested, in the
House, and it had been passed, so that now, physicians andB surgeons carrying on a drug business in incorporated
towns of the province, are required to register as such.
