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The Petitioners, qualified Elector, contested that Election on the allegation of
bribery and coriupt practices, as welil on the part of the Responîdent as by bis agents
and supporters.

Atter issue joined upon the Petition, the Respondent, to-wit, on the twenty-
seventh of July instant, filed in the Record a written document, signed by himself,
and duly attested, in and by whicli document the Respondent admits that certain
acts of briberv were committed on bis behalf, but without his knowledge and ecol-
sent, and consents that his said Election be declaredvoid, with costs.

The Petitioners filed a written nceptance of this confession of jIgmen t, and
their consent that judgment be given accordingly.

Wherefore, the parties having been heard, the proceedngs in the Record ex-
amined, and bv reason of the admission of facts filed by the Respondent, as aforesaid.

Whereas at tme said Election, held on the twentv-seventh of October, eighîteen
hundred and seventy-seven, in and for the Electoril District of Drunmnond and
Arthabaska, the said Respondent Zéphirin Désiré, ai as Olivier Désiré Bourbeau, and
the Honrorable Wilfrid Laurier, being severally candIdates at the said Election, he
the said Respondent was declared elected as representing and Mem ber for the said
Electorai District of Drvrmmýond and Arthabasha, in the Ilouse of Commons of Canada.

Whereas by the said admission of facts filed in the Record by the Respondent
as aforesaid, it is established that the said Election is attainted by certain acts of
bribery and corrapt practices, committed and practiced illegnlHy -nd with an unlaw.
ful object, on behalfit the Respondent by his agents and supiporters, bat without his
hluowledlte and consent:-
