Last Saturday, in windy but sunny con­
ditions, the UNB RFC played two 
semi-final matches.

A revitalized UNB side re­
turned to defend well in the second 
half but unfortunately conceded a fi­
nal try to Mount Allison.

Tempers flew 
and one Mountie was ejected late in 
the second half for unsportsmanlike 
conduct. In the end. Mount Allison 
defeated UNB 22-7 and went on the 
to defeat UPEI the next day in the fi­
nal game by a score of 32-18, retain­
ing their title as NB University cham­
pions.

The second match of the day saw 
the UNB Senior Men’s side play the 
Fredericton Loyalists in semi-final com­
petition. The game was fast paced de­
spite extremely windy conditions. The 
Loyalists scored two rapid tries in the 
opening minutes of the game. UNB 
fought back well at various moments.

The women may have lost the final 
game of the Fall Classic Basketball Tour­
nament, but they claimed the ultimate 
victory of the tourney, while also dis­
covering a greater potential than even 
their coach knew existed.

“We’re well ahead of the game so 
far,” Coach Joyce Slipp says happily.

In the first game of the Fall Classic,

points and an amazing 13 steals. UNB 
required much of the first half to gain a 
permanent lead, but by the end of the 
first half the lead stood at 20 points.

Game two, versus UPEI Panthers, 
again appeared as a win for theV-Reds 
in the scorekeeper's book. Woolaver led 
the way with a game-high 20 points, 
while four other V-Reds finished in 
double digits.The half-time score stood 
at 44-27, and at the final buzzer UNB 
emerged 78-63 victors.

However, the final game versus Uni­
versity of Laval Rouge et Or ended 
unfavourably for the V-Reds. Despite 
Woolaver's and Munn’s aggressiveness, 
Laval began increasing their lead via 
short jumpers and lay-ups with seven 
minutes left in the opening half. How­
ever, Munn, Retson and Woolaver al­
most tied the score, heading to the 
locker room down 38-35 at halftime.
