Edith Butler, dynamic Acadian songstress from 
Paquetville, N.B., is truly one of the great Canadian 
entertainers of recent discovery. Since she started 
singing five years ago with a guest appearance on 
CBC’s Singalong Jubilee, she has built up a library 
of 500 songs of French-Canadian origin.

Besides frequent appearances on Singalong 
Jubilee, she was the featured artist on ‘Sounds ’ 66 
and ’68’, and made a French language documentary 
for NFB called, “Les Acadiens de la Dispersion”.

A graduate of Laval University in 1969, (Masters 
in Canadian Civilization) her songs and her per­
sonality reflect her pride in her Acadian origins.
