“ From English Papers.

The Queen's Speech.

The Royal Speech at the opening of Par-
Jiament has'lost none of its smiguificance,
for it ts still regarded ss a programme of
the work which the Minister has cut out,
which he intends 10 execute, and by the
failure or success of which his strength and
that of his Government is (o be tested. But
the Royal Speech atthe close of the session
is not without interest, especially, asin the
present case, when great and striking events
have transpired which were not anticipated
when Parliament first met. Her Majesty
is made 1o express a well-grounded confi-
dence n the coutinuance of pesce in Eu-
rope ; for, although it is acknowledged that
the full execution of the Treaty of Paris
has been delayed, she believes that the con-
tracting parties are in 8 fair way of carry-
ing out all the stipulations. It was only
astoral 1o expect that tbe mutinies in Ben-
gal should be alluded 10 in the most decis-
ive terms, and this expeciation has not been
disappointed. Her Majesty expresses her
extreme coucern st the barbarities which
have been practised in lndia—barbarities
which have filled her with intense grief;
bot she declares that the conduct of many
civil and military officers who have been
exposed to great peril has excited her
warmest admiration. Neveriheless, there
were officers ** exposed 10 great peril "’ who
did not behave in a, way to elicit ad-
miration, bot the reverse ; snd if it had not
been beneath the dignity of a Royal Speech
10 censure these pereons, even by name,
the effect would have acted as a sslutary
warning (o others.

The paragraph in which it is declared
that prompt measures will be taken to put
down tbese mutinies, is so decided and so
suited to the occasion—il expresses so un-
mistakeably the feeling of the Cabinet and
of the nation relative 10 a topic about which
the general feeling is really intense, that it
may be said to be worth all the vther com-
ments and allusions put together.

«wThe Speech enumerates the principal
measures_ which have passed during the
session with more than ordinary minute-
ness, with a preface 1o the effect that al-
though the session has been short, it has
not been barren in its resulis,—which reads
a good deal like a puff by manager Palmer-
ston on his own acts and deeds. But even-
handed justice requires us to say that the Pre-
mier has acquitted himsel{l well in bis own
Parhament. le might have done beiter,
bug he has done well,—quiie as well as the
majority of the nation had a right 1o expect.
At the same time, we are fiee to admit that
if the news of the Indian outbreak had
reached London two or three mooths ear-
lier, little or no progress would have been
made in the shape of practical messures—
every thing would have been posiponed to
the one great object of quelling the insur-
rection, and the opinion of the public would
have justified the delay. But in the begin-
ning of the session Lord Palmersion was
compelled 1o stand upon his character as a
practical Reformer, pelled to promi
to improve and extend the [ranchise, to
consolidate and amend the laws concerniung
secondary punishments, and also concern-
ing wsolvéncy and bankruptcy in Ireland ;
frauds arising opt of Jowt Stock Compan-
ies n England ; the treatment of pauper
lunatics n Scoiland ; snd an organisation
of the police in the rural districts—all mea-
sures of a practical kind, aud about the
merits of which mere party spirit did not
come much into play. It 1s worthy of note
that the reference in the Royal Speech 10
tne moet important measure of the session—
the Divorce Bill, is the brielest of all, for
it scarcely exceeds two lines. Perhaps the
nature of the subject induced the Minister
10 be as delicate as possible in his treatment
of it. The feelings of a femsle sovereign
in such a case must be consulied ; but there
can be little doubt of the fact that the mea-
sure is destined to aflect materially the
whole framework of society—whether ben-
sficially or injuriously time only can show.
Party spirit has been comparstively in-

aclive during the session which has Just
closed. The Conservatives have not im-
proved t!Mll' position, and Lord Palmerston
has received 1wo or ihree significant re-
bukes from a House of Commons called by
himself, which must convince him that he
1 not omnipolent, and to strengthen his
position he must march with \he 1ymes. He
will act wisely in turning the recess 10 sc-
count, for should 1he Indian mutinies be
thoroughly extinguished before February
next, he will have nothing 10 stand «
but his new reform bill, and it will be his
interest and his duty to make that measure
as perfect as he can. ‘T'here are rivals hard
by waitiog snxiously to trip him by the
heels whenever he affords them the oppor-
tunity. -

That a veteran of his high standing and ex

perience should fall at the humsn shsmbles
by a remorseless butcher like this Nena
Sahib is a catastrophe as lamentable as it
was unlooked for. But it is some ratisfaction
to know that the monster was su nt-
ly twice attacked, and utterly defeated by
General Havelock, who has re-occupied
Cawnpore. The following remarks in »
metropoliian morning contemporary will
find a response ingevery British bosom.
*“ Nena Sahib has released us from all obli-
gation ; and if he or any of his gang escape
the halter it must only be because the bul-
let or the bayonet has been belorehand with
it We trust that England will spare no
cost of men or of money to vindicste jus-
tice and hnmanity vpon the person of this
Extraordinary
crimes require extraordinary penalties; and,
if we mean 10 sustain the British rule or hu-
man nature itself, in any wholsesome sense
of that term, in Hindostan, wé must make
a signal example of the men who have of-
fered these afironts upon it. We occasion-
ly hear whispers about chesp sentiments of
mercy and pity for these men. Whatever
we may desire for their souls, it is a plain
matter of business what we have to do with
their bodies, and not only India but the
world will be intolerable if we neglect our
duty 1o them- Nothing else will tell upon
the Mshomedan or the Hindoo. For our
religion, our teaching and preaching, they
have an utier contempt. Fortunately they
understand what it is 10 be hung, and have
a particular objection 1o it. What we
have 10 teach the followers of Mahommed
and the worshippers of Vishnee is that,
whatever their creed or their casie, we trest
murderers as we do dogs, and in all respects
rate them a great deal lower.

The other featares of the Indian news
are hardly more cheering. Delhi, on the
14th, siill held out. The enemy, the tele-
graph assures us, had made three sorties, in
every one of which they were defeated with
great lose ; but the British force before the
place is evidently unequal 10 its subjogstion,
and we must wait patiently uniil the rein-
forcements have arrived from this country.
Sir Henry Barnard died of cholera on the
5th of July, and the preceding day the brave
Sir Henry Lawrence expired of s wound re-
ceived in the discharge of his military dury.
Willoughby, the noble fellow who fired the
powder magazine st Delhi, is no more, snd
Neill, another noble and reliable soldier, wae
almost at the point of desth while making
exertions for the defence of Allshabed and
the ielief of Cawnpore. Worse then all,
disease appears 10 have added more 10 1he
mortality of the European soldiers than the
worst efforts of the enemy. Famine and
pestilence are foes more daugerous than the
sword, snd. against these terrible enemies
the British troops were struggling in various
points as best as they could, This'is a very
uncheering picture of our future prospecis.
*“ The first tfoop-ship for India sailed from
England on the last day of June. Since
that time troop ships have,been taking their
departure almost daily for Cslcutia and Kur-
rachee. The average voyage to lndia round
the Cape cannot be estimated under three
months. About the end of September the
first reinforcements may begin 10 reach Cal-
cutta sud Kurachee, and they will be drop-
ping iu there throughout the months of Oc-
tober, November, and December. But
troops cannot be forwarded iIrom Calcutta
1o Allahabad, or from Kurachee to Mooltan
in less than three weeks. It will, iherelore,
be the beginning of November before the
first driblets of these vaunted reinforcements
reach the theatre of war, and what effect,
in the meantime, may not batle, pestilence,
and famine have on the Europesn force ?”’

This is a gloomy but rather an over-
charged picture. It must be remembered
that the troops destined lor China have, ere
this, reached lndia, and that the revolt is
still confined to the presidency of Bengal
‘I'he geography of the disirict 10 which the
mutiny is mainly confined is not without
interest at the present moment “lu is
bounded by the Jumna on the west, by 1he
Soone and the Gogra on the east. The
spirit of insurrection has not caught the hill
tribes on the lower acclivities of the Him-
alaya on -the north; nor does it apoear to
have made serious inroads on any district
south of the Nerbudda. ‘T'he region with-
in which England hzs to wremple out the
flame and sparks of insurreétion is easily
defined. It s a wide and populous region,
but Eagland has grappled with more for-
midable foes ere now.” T'he Bombay and
Madras presidencies continued tranquil at
the date of the last accounts, and amongst
the most pleasing features of the news may
be mentioned the fact that, at Saugor, the
31st Regiment, under their native officers
alone, drove the revolied 42d out of the
station. There had been some disturbances
at Hyderabad, in the Deccan, but they had
been suppressed. The remaining regiments
in the Punjaub had been disarmed. Upon
the whole, then, alihough things are bad
enough, they might be worse, and the work
which is before us is one of time only. It
may cost much blood and treasure, and be
accompanied by some delay, but the cer-
tainty of our ultimate triumph cannot be
doubted, and with it will come the wisdom
which is never dear when purchased by ex-
perience.

The Atlantic Telegraph Cable.

The laying down of the Atlantic Cable is
delsyed until next yesr. The engineering
and scientific world are offering in the mesn-
time every imaginable suggesiion (o ensuie
success. The officers in command of the
ships that formed the telegraph squadron
bave given their individual experience snd
opinion, snd they say in substance that (hey
know of no nautical or physical obstacle to
success. lmprovements, neveriheless, in
the machinery for paying out the cable are
suggested, but they repudiate the idea that
sny under or surface currents between Ire-
land and Newfoundland exist 10 interfere
with the permanent safety of the cable.
Professors Morse and Thompson declare
that the cable in existence is the most per-
fect and the best adapted for the work
which ingenuity can devise, which they
have tested by experience.

It is now determined, we believe, that
the Cable which was intended 10 connect
England with America shall bring us into
immediate proximity with India, and il we
are to credit all that we hear and read the
communication will be before the end of
the year, at a cosi, it is said, of £700,000
If the scheme can be carried out so 8s 1o
link Alexandria with Aden, and Aden with
Kurachee on the Indus, the money will
certainly not be losi, but it is much easier
to speculate on the accomplishment of such
a project than 10 realise it.

The dispatch of troops to India kpows
no intermission, and the last intelligence
from the ecene ol operations proves that
this is a wise precaution. A ministerisl
journalist states that the dispateh of troops
to that part of 1he world has reduced our
home quota of iufantry of the line from 40
to 14 battalions. Four regiments expected
immediately from the Meditteranean will
increase the home strength to 18 battalions ;
but a further dispsich to India will be 1he
consequence of this temporary reinforce-
ment. In this state of affairs it has been
determined 1o make an addition of 20 new
battalions of infsntry. T'he sum already
voled by Parliment will be sufficient 10
cuver these conuingencies, with the excep-
tion of an additionsl grant for the militia.
