Ottawa, Dec. 3 -—Hon. Thomas
White, Minister of: Finance, in a
statement issued last night thanking
the Canadian people for their splen-
did efforts in connection with the
Vietory Loan miakes the prediction
that, with all returns in, the subscrip-
tion will agreégate $350,000,000 and
the number of subseribers will num-
ber approximately 500,000.

S'r. Thomas says: ‘‘The overwhelm-
in success of the Victory Loan is a
great national triumph for the Cana-
dian people.

the aggregate of cash subseriptions
would amount to $350,000,000 or
more, from four hundred and fifty or
even five hundred thousand subserib~
ers.
